Radio Station ZNS Links Island
Bahamians With Outside World

Seedsman Develops
New Dwarf Marigold

TYPICAL of the small Bahamian Out Island (ommunitirs scat-
tered over 90.000 square miles of the Atlantic is Hopetoun, Baha-
mas. The Inhabitants depend upon radio station ZNS for news
ranging from world affairs to the arrival of an Aunt from Nassau.

Nassau, Bahamas — (HK) — To more than 50,000
Out Islanders in the Bahamas, scattered throughout some "
90,000 square miles.of the Atlantic, Radio Station ZNS
is the only link with the outside world.

A child stricken.in the ̂
night in an Out Island had
to be rushed to a\hospital by
sea plane. Radio Station ZNS
cut into its regular broadcast-
ing program to tell islanders to
light up the area so the plane
could land and take off safely.

AVOID STORM
A Bahamian family of five

sailing a b o a r d the ir fishing
sloop was heading unknowing-
ly into a tropical storm Fortu-
nately, they were tuned to ZNS
which was tracking the storm
every few minutes and giving
its precise location. The be-
leagured family was able to al-
ter course and avoid the. storm.

During-the recent hurricane,
the station broadcast • for 60
consecutive hours and issued
more than 2.000 personal mes-
sages before, during and aftc>
the storm.

The station also has a paid
personal announcement service
where for five shillings (about
70 cents) messages are broad-
cast to settlements and islands
that have no telephone or tele-
graph service.

They include messages as "To
Mr. John Smith, Aunt Nellie
will arrive at Andros at 7 Tues-
day morning, please arrange to
meet her" -r- or "To Mr. and
Mis. Andrews, your daughter
is doing fine at the hospital in
Nassau."

SINCE MAY. 1936
The station went on the air

in May, 1936. It broadcasts from
G a.m. to midnight Monday
through Saturday and 7 a.m. to
midnight on Sunday,

It began broadcasting solely
as a weather agency, and went
commercial in 1950. It is a gov-
ernment-owned station, but is
operated by the Broadcasting
Commission transmitting from
Nassau. It has station represen-
4atiw»-tn-ttM* VtiXttt Kingdom.
United States and Canada with
180 sponsors. The station picks
up news relays from the BBC
and CBC networks. .
