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/i» Educational Revolution
We wonder If local residents are fully aware of

the revolution occurring In South Amboy. What
we have In mind Is a most welcome type of revo-
lution, one we would call an educational revolution.

The events of the past few months that have
manifested this theme are four separate programs
that have been started or are In the process of
being initiated, and they are the Title I program,
Adult . Evening School, Adult Basic Education and
School Expansion.

Last fall, a group of educators headed by Super-
intendent Eugene S. Dobrzynski made an application
for Federal aid under the Elementary and Secondary
Education Act of 1965, and this aid was granted
making a remedial and developmental readsngprogram
possible under Title I of the act.

Currently,, an in-service workshop has been held
for both public and non-public school teachers to
familiarize and review for mem the newest and
most current reading methods. The climax of the
workshop sessions will be the Saturday mornings
reading program for eligible children that is
scheduled to begin on February 26.

Another facet of this educational revolution is the
opening of an Adult Evening School in South Amboy.
A citizens' committee is now working gn a brochure
describing the school and its courses, and Director
James Croddlck has announced that distribution of
the brochures will be made next week. The brochure
will list a number of different courses, decided on
after a survey, and in all the areas of curriculum,
we are sure our residents will find one that will be
of Interest to them. Be it for self-Improvement or
recreational purposes, attending the evening school
will prove beneficial to the person Interested in
learning something new. Most of the groundwork
has now been completed and the school will open
on March 7 for a period of ten weeks.

Another program to be Initiated In South Amboy
is the Adult Basic Education' project, headed by
teaching principal Joseph Mabey. Mr. Mabey is
now awaiting state approval for the start of this
program. Classes in this program will Include
the areas of beginning language skills, interme-
diate language skills, civics and citizenship, and
practical mathematics. The program will be held
in cooperation with the Economic Opportunity Prog-
ram, which in South Amboy is headed by~the Rev.
James' Forker of St. Marys Church. This free
educational program is sponsored by the federal
government.

The final aspect of what has been happening in
.' local education is the' planned public school ex-

pansion. Last year, six new programs were started
in the Junior high and high school curricula; This
was a first step in assuring the State Board of
Education that South Amboy is vitally interested
in the approval -and certification of their schools.
Now, a proposed item of $10,000 has been Included
in the school budget for school expansion prepara-

. tions. The Board of Education has today announced
the names of a Citizens Advisory Committee who
will discuss school expansion, and approval of the
school budget tomorrow night would seem almost
mandatory.

We are in favor of this educational revolution—
we hope that consideration is given to all of these
programs, and that they will be fully,supported by
all South Amboyans. _̂
