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CITY MEETS SCHOOL BOARDS BUDGET REQUEST
After many years of an-

tagonism between the city
government and the Board
of Education, a high degree
of amity was reached when
the Board of School Esti-
mate met Friday it City
Hall to provide money for
the 1966-67 a c a d e m i c
school year. Where In past
years there had been bitter
haggling over money, this
year not a penny was. cot
from the school board's re-
quest of $369,214.49, which
means an i n c r e a s e of
$57,406.49 over 1965-66.

. Members of the Board of
Education met with the
mayor and council on three
occasions prior to the pub-
lic p r e s e ntat lon of the
budget to discuss the dis-
trict's financial needs ,
which accounts for the rap-
port that was In evidence
F rlday between the two fac -
tlons. Even so, the city df-
flclals did not deny a single
dollar to the Board of Edu-
cation whose p r o p o s e d
budget had been prepared in
January.

Mayor Richard J. Schultz,
who heads the Board of
School Estimate^ read the
accounts, Item-for-ltem,
before a substantial num-
ber of interested residents.
There was good-hearted
a p p l a u s e when the final
stamp of approva l was
given the board's request.

The budget goes.ln to effect
July 1, when the new school
year begins. Administra-
tive salaries, that Is, sala-
ries for the superintendent
and high school principal,
will amount to $22,690, an
Increase of $1,890. All

administrative costs
11 remain Identical with'

last year with the exception
of $10,000 which has been
allocated for legal, archi-
tectural and boring fees and
other related e x p e n s e s
connected with the school
expansion program.

Instructional costs have
risen from $260,000 to
$285,715 largely, because
of Increases In teacher's
salaries. S a l a r i e s for
teachers are tabbed at
$237,600 of this total, or
an increase of $15,600. Sa-
laries for other instruc-
tional Btaff members, that
is, the librarian, the gui-
dance counsellor and Sec-
retary, are set at $17,815,
or $4,015 more.
An additional $1,000 le

being prov ided for text-
books, from $5,400 to
$6,400. Teaching supplies
was also given a $1,000
boost, from $8,00p to
$9,000. Library needs and
audio-visual materials will
require $1,000, a riBe of
$200.
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item has been listed, $3,000
to cover costs of Inaugurat-
ing the National Defense
Education Act. This money
will go toward the purchase
of equipment, principally
testing equipment and other
s u p p l e m e n t a r y equip-
ment not of an instructional
nature. Board of Education
member F r e d e r i c L.
Reese, who is also a mem-
ber of the Board of School
Estimate, explained that
the $3,000 NDEA invest-
ment will bring another
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$3,000 from the federal
governments for a total of
$6,000, a ' saving to the
taxpayer."
Reese also stated that the

$9,900 tabulated for the
high school p r i n c i p a l ,
James Croddick, is a $900
Increase to be stretched
over a two-year period,
allowing a salary adjust-
ment of $450 for each of the
two years.

Attendance and hea l th
services expenditures hive
been upped $900. Pupi l
transportation money was
stabilized at $15,000, the
same as the previous year.
Maintenance costs have
been I n c r e a s e d $4,000.
Reese declared that this
money la sorely needed
since "not a drop of paint
has been applied to' the
interior walls of the ele-
mentary school since its
construction ten y e a r s
ago."
All fixed,charges with the

exclusion of "Mtitlon" re-
mained unchanged. Tuition
costs went from $11,900
to $14,000 and is money
used for the payntent of
the education of special
class students who attend
school in other school dis-
tricts. Salaries for lunch
supervision was supple-
mented by $300, from
$1,200 to $1,500.
Other increases were re-

corded for Extra-Curricu-
lar Activities, salaries and
school a t h l e t i c s . The
former was Increased from
$2,150 to $4,000 and the
l a t t e r from $2,000 to
$2,500. Adult Even ing
School appropriations were
tabulated at 45,06©;-wMen
Includes $600,for the direc-
tors, $400 for supplies and
$1,000 for textbooks. A new
inclusion in the budget was
$1,048.49 for pension pur-
poses for a retired school
custodian'.

. Joseph Herrmann of the
Board of Education, the
second school board mem-
ber of the Board of School
Estimate, explained that
the custodian retired at
age 70 and was not under
the state pension plan. He
said that the . district is
compelled to pay him a pen-
sion.

Finally, $600 has been
added to Utilities and $500
to operational s u p p l i e s .
Utilities was i n c r e a s e d
from $3,900 to $4,500 and
supplies from $1,500 to
$2,000.

the audience made repeated
requests for the appoint-

The budget it flex-
ible enough, they were told,
to provide money ' for a
p r i n c i p a l if the tchooi
board elects to name one.
This can be done by shift-
ing unused money foom .
tome accounts, If there
are surpluses.
There wat a d d i t i o n a l

comment about providing
remedial reading services
for pupils who do not qualify
under Title I. the federal
Elementary and Secondarx
School Act of latt year,
which allocates money for
supplementary schooling of
children whose families
earned less than $3,000
annually according to the
I960 national census.
The mayor declared that

he wat in favor of provid-
ing instruction for such
children- without resorting
to the tactic of sending
them toother districts for
this purpose. He empha-
sized that " we should pay
for our own."
Councilman Peter J. Rush

remarked that, in effect,
there Is little increase In
the school budget since
$18,000- had been taken
away from the tchooi board
laat year which It had pain*
fully accumulated in Its
surplus account. Council
President Fred Henry, who
questioned some of the
budget items In order to
enlighten the public, sur-
mised that the budget will
provide for an expanded
curriculum, as six new
subjects will be taught, and
that "everything* being
spent Is being spent for
good purposes?' He added
taau the budget was re-
viewed very carefully be-
fore being presepted.

R e e s e summarized the
action of the board by pint-
ing out that "If you take
away $4,000 for. mainten-
ance needs, $1,050 for a
retired custodian's pen-
sion, $3,000 for NDEA,
$10,000 for fees required
for the school expansion
program, $1,000 for adult
education, and such other
Items, you really only have
a $4,100 Increase in the
budget. Percentage - wise
the budget increase is not
as high as you, as resl
dents, pay forincresedfood
costs your bread, and
butter, for Instance,"

Reese, a former council-
man, praised the Board of
School Estimate for Itt
non-partisan approach to
the school budget. "You
have shown that you warn
good e d u c a t i o n and are
willing to jpay for it, and
you did not allow party af-
filiation to interfere with
educational needs."
