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Advisory Committee Meets
On School Expansion

The initial meeting of the
Citizens Advisory Com-
mittee on School Expansion
was held, on Tuesday at
which Irving. House was
named permanent chair-
man.

Presented with a fact
sheet and last year's re-
port from the State Dept.
of Education on the im-
mediate needs of improv-
ing school conditions, the
committee unanimously
decided that continued ac-
creditation of the high
school would be its major
aim.
The important improve-

ments presently needed are
extension of the curri-
culum, building and space
additions, Including better
laboratory conditions.

Enrollment figures com-
piled by the school ad-
ministration show that
there are now 551 students
in the elementary school
and 412 students In the
high school.. Capacity en-
rollment should be 390
students In the elementary
school and 250 students In
the high school. The In-
creases are based on re-
ports done in 1959-60 and
1964-65.
Although there are rooms

•for lab, shop, home eco-
nomics, and art, in view
of the increased enroll-
ment, they are inadequate
to serve all the students
properly.

Classroom space is at
a minimum with one class,
the fifth grade, currently
on split sessions. Many
classrooms are over-
crowded with one third
grade having an enrollment
of more than 40 students.
The auditorium has been
separated with portable
dividers for use as 2 class-
rooms and the inadequacy
of this situation was pointed
by a committee member
who said that because of the
noise, one section had. to
be used as a study room
while the' other session
conducted a class.
