erty were to be sold
city wouldn’t or couldn’t
be assured trespassing
leniency, Two alternatives
were left to decide upon,
A ninety-nine year lease
with extended coverage for
the ciry or an outright
trade, In the trade agree-
-ment, the city would re-
celive the property nearest
its present three wells and
its allotted two more well
locations for the approxi-
mate five acres of land
adjacent to:Manor St, This
would eniarge our ground
area in the concentrated
area of the water works
plant, Whatever the final
outcome, Supt, Michael
Nagle requested that- as-
surance of at least a fifty
foot roadway be retained
for a possible second en-

- trance, He also was em-
phatic in stating that proper
drainage facilities be
maintained,

estimated $35,000,001s be-

City engineer E, C, Rellly
enlightened the board of
public works members and
the city council members
at a special meeting held
Tuesday night at city hall
of the progress regarding
the order received from
the State. Commissioner of
Health, R, P, Kendle, M.D,
dated February 18, The
order, -effective February
1, states that domestic
wastes, separately or in
combination with industrial
wastes, prior.to discharge
into the waters of the
Raritan River Basinshould
be treated to a degree
providing as a minimum,
eighty percent of reduction
of Blochémical oxygen,
While the state is quite
adamant in its demand that
more {mproved facilities:
