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PLANNERS APPROVE
38 UNIT APARTMENT

Tentative approval for the
construction of a 38-unlt
apartment building on Fel-
tus St. was given Ben-Lap
Developers at last week's
m e e t i n g of the Zoning
Board of Adjustment, al-
though t h e r e w e r e two
residents In the audience
who strongly objected to
the granting of a variance.
A variance had been asked
as the property did not meet
present zoning laws.

The tentative approval
was granted on the basis
that City Engineer Edward
Rellly inspect the builder's
detail plans.

Attorney George Kress,
speaking for Lapln, said
that his client was working
against time in starting
construction and would ap-
preciate final approval by
March 23 when the Zoning
Board meets again.
The two objectors, Stanley

Kowaleski, 510 Catherine
St. and Raymond P. Sager,
507 Lefferrs St., both stated
that a number of zoning
violations would be made
should this building be al-
lowed to be constructed;
among diem, parking facil-
ities would be at a mini-
mum, ' playground a r e a s
would be at a minimum,
and the roads would not
offer sufficient access for
flretrucks. To this, Kress
stated that while nor. in the
outline, an adequate play
area would be installed and
a coin-operated laundromat
would be installed on the
premises for 'tenants as
well as storage space in
the basement.

The tentative approval
was finally granted with the
conditions that a 45 foot
width entrance apron be
included In the plans and
that all wiring be under-
ground.

The aparttrient would con-,
tain 38 dwelling units, con-
sisting of 26 one-bedroom
units and 12 two-bedroom
uni t s . Parking facilities
would be available for 57
automobiles. A g a r b a g e
collection area would be
located on thesoutheasterly
corner of the parking lot
and g a r b a g e collection

' within the unit would be
handled by the superintend-
ent of the building. The
plans also call for 2 fire
hydrants to be installed on
the roadway at approxi-
mately each end of the unit
or any other location stipu-
lated by the municipal engi-
neer.

they could clean out dielr
water pipes, water soften-
ers and hot water heaters
by creating a partial
vacuum to draw in a clean-
ing compound, a complex
poiyphoaptiace. product.

The suggested
in die advertlsemera is il-
legal In New Jersey be-
cause it creates an illegal
cross connection. State
and Municipal plumbing
codes require thst all po-
table water systems be
protected from backflow
due to syphonags or back
pressure.

Furthermore, if a chem-
ical compound is drawn in-
to the water supply system,
diers is grave danger diat
members of the household
may become (11 .from con-
suming water from die sys-
tem if it la not thoroupfy
flushed subsequently. An

Say "chocolate" and you are
naming the flavor' America loves
b^st. The variety'of chocolate prod-
ucts in such favorites at chocolate-
frosted chocolate cake, chocolate
pudding, ice cream, souffle, sauce,
cookies, drinks, and confections is
legion.

A COCOA BEANS: Source
\ of cocoa and chocolate,

/ mostly in West Africa and
Latin America.

COCOA MBS: 'Meat"
of the cocoa bean. After
the beans are cleaned and
roasted at controlled tem-
peratures to develop full

flavor and aroma, the outer shells
are removed, leaving the nibs.

CHOCOLATE- LIQ-
UOR: B a t e material
of all chocolate prod-
ucts. W h e n the nibs,
which c o n t a i n over
50% codoa butter, are
ground, enough heat is

generated to liquefy the cocoa but-
ter, thus producing chocolate liquor.

COCOA BUTTER: U n i q u e
vegetable fat extracted from choco-
late liquor.

BITTER CHOCO-
LATE: A l s o called
"unsweetened," "bak-
ing," or "c o o k i n g"
chocolate. Chocolate
l i q u o r , cooled and
m o l d e d (usually in
blocks.) Packaged in

half-pounds and marked off into
squares. -

SWEET CHOCOLATE: Combi-
nation of bitter chocolate, sugar,
vanilla, and added cocoa butter;
usually packaged in bars.

SEMI-SWEET CHOCOLATE:
Combination of bitter chocolate,
sugar, and added cocoa butter. The
finished chocolate is cooled and
molded into bars or pieces; most
often packaged in pieces.

MILK CHOCO-
LATE: Kind of eat-
ing chocolate most

often encountered. Milk chocolate
combines chocolate liquor, added
cocoa "butter, sugar, milk or cream,'
and vanilla. Processed essentially
like tweet and semi-sweet chocolate.

COCOA POWDER:
Portion of chocolate liq-
uor remaining after most
of the cocoa butter hai
been expreued.

BREAKFAST CO-
COA: Cocoa powder with at least
22% cocoa butter.

COCOA (Mtdium Fat): Cocoa
powder with 10-22% cocoa butter.

COCOA (LOW Fat) ; Cocoa pow-
der with less than 10% cocoa but-
ter.

COCOA (Dutch Process): Cocoa
powder made from nibs or liquor
which have been treated with alkali
to neutralize the natural acids.
Darker, and with slightly different
flavor than-so-called natural cocoas.

CHOCOLATE SY-
RUP: Combination of
chocolate or c o c o a
flavoring, sugar, water,

salt, and sometime* other flavorings
such as vanilla. * - '

CHOCOLATE SAUCE: Usu-
ally composed of the same ingredi-
ent* as chocolate syrup, plus milk,
cream, and/or butter.
