I know you have received many
offers for the relocation of the New York Stock Ex-
change since your problem has arisen with the tax
situation In the City of New York. I also know that you
have met with the Governor and other high officials
of the State of New Jersey concerning a location here
in New Jersey.

I feel that the City of South Amboy, New Jersey, has
a tract of land which is most attractive for your situa-
tion, and it Is located In the central part of the State
of New Jersey and borders on the Raritan Bay. Many
of the men who are members of your stock exchange
pass this site daily on their way to business, as it is
located right on the main line of the New York and
Long Branch Railroad.
It Is a tract of land approximately 68 acres in size

bordering on the Raritan Bay and adjacent to, the New
York and Long Branch Railroad, and Is most accessible
by train, car, and even by boat from New York. The
City of South Amboy acquired this property in 1961
when the channels in the Raritan B.ay area were dredged.
Test borings were made and the land is suitable for
building purposes.

I and the members of the Governing Body of the City
of South Amboy would be very happy to meet with you
or any representative you may suggest, in pointing
out this area to you. I might further add that the City
of South Amboy, New Jersey, enjoys an excellent tax
rate and is one of the lowest in the State of New Jer-
sey.

RAILROADS TO ISSUE
EMERGENCY SCHEDULES

Temporary emergency
schedules—effective Mon-
day (April 4) and to remain
in effect until the steam-
ship-damaged bridge of the
New Yorkfc Long Branch
Railroad over Raritan Bay
is back in service— will be
d i s t r i b u t e d Thursday
(March 31) and Friday
(April 1) on Central Rail-
road of New Jersey and
P e n n s y l v a n i a Railroad
trains operating between
Bay Head Junction and So.
Amboy,

The temporary schedules
show that northbound trains
will leave shore area sta-
tions 10 to 20 minutes
earlier than normal, ar-
riving at Newark and New
York at their usual times.
Southbound t r a i n s will
leave New York and Newark
at their usual times, but
will arrive at shore sta-
tions 10 to 20 minutes later.
The added minutes reflect
the time necessary to bus
passengers a round the
damaged bridge between
Perth Amboy and South
Amboy.

Work is progressing on
the long and complicated
job of repairing the severe-
ly-damaged span. Train
service is expected to be
restored between May 15
and June 1. The railroads
are expendirtfc1 every effort
to get the*Job*done as quick-
ly as possible — not only
to minimize inconvenience
to passengers, but also to
reduce the heavy added
expenses the railroads are
incurring as a result of the
March 3 accident.

The cost estimate of the
damage itself is now in the
$750,000 area. Experience
encountered during the-pafit
four weeks of revamped
freight and passenger serv-
ice indicates that additional
related costs may well
bring the total to a figure
approaching $2 million.

Contributing to these costs
are: The operation of shut-
tle buses between the Am-
boys; the d e t o u r i n g of
freight trains; the operation
of d o u b 1 e " passenger
service both north and
south of the bridge; the
cost of temporary equip-
ment servicing facilities,
south of the bridge; dis-
location of equipment in
other areas, including both
CNJ and PRR mainline
territory; a sharp drop in
p a s s e n g e r revenue, re-
flecting a loss of patronage
varying between 30 and 40
per cent.

To what extent the rail-
roads eventually will be
reimbursed for the total
e x p e n s e cannot now be
determined.

HOW OUR CITY GOVERNMENT WORKS
THE ZONING BOARD OF ADJUSTMENT

FREE
ESTIMATES

The Zoning Board of Ad-
justment of South Amboy
was created and defined
in Section X of the Zoning
Ordinance, under provi-
sions of the Revised Sta-
tutes of New Jersey, 1937,
Title 40, Chapter 55.
The main purpose of the

Zoning Board is to hear
appeals when the building
inspector has denied is-
suance of permit to use
property prohibited from
use in certain zones.
If it is an appeal, a writ-

ten notice giving the date
of hearing on all property
o w n e r s within 200 feet
of affected property, must
be served at least 10 days
before the hearing; the ap-
peal must also be adver-
tised in a newspaper at
least 5 days prior to the
hearing. The applicant sub-
mits all evidence as to why
he. feels a variance should
be granted. Any objectors
to a proposed variance have
the right to state their ob-
jections at the same public
hearing.

The Board of Adjustment
does not actually grant a
variance. It can only re-
commend) that a variance
be granted to its parent
board, The Board of Pub-
lic Works. At least 3 af-
firmative votes from the
5-member Zoning board is
necessary to have a var-
iance recommended to the
Board of Public Works.*
The Board of Public Works
does not then hold a pub-
lic hearing on the parti-
cular variance but merely
reviews minutes and evi-
dence of the Zoning Board
along with a resolution to
eTtheT^approve" "onflgfiy Ure
variance.
If the Board of Public

Works denies a variance,
the applicant can appeal to
the courts. If the Board of
Adjustment denies recom-
inendation, the applicant
can appeal to the courts. In
recommending that a vari-
ance be granted, the Zoning
Board must clearly define
its reasons to the Public
Works Board. If a vari-

ance is denied, no reasons
are necessary.

On undersized lots of less
than 50 x 100 feet, the board
can grant a building vari-
ance without any recom-
mendations to the Board of
Public Works.
