At the regular City Coun- ‘
cil Meeting held last Tues-
day evening, announcement
was made of the forth-

* coming public hearing on
the proposed adoption of the
bill 1‘?2, whereby local
gross receipts and fran-
chise taxes would be shared

Naturally and with suffi-
cient reasons, the city is
vehemently opposed tosuch
a bill, Mayor Richard J,
.Schultz has designated city
attorney John Mullane and

. councilman John Howley to
represent the city to voice
their objections to this
_ matter, The mayor stated
that he would shadder to
think of the financial drain
the adoption of this bill
would have on the city.

If adopted, the city would
have to share the $451,233
received yearly from ita
gross receipts and fran-
chise taxes, Among the
property to be taxed in
the event this bill should
be passed would be the
value of the personal prop-
erty of street, railway,

. traction, sewerage, water,
gas, and electric light, heat

which are subject to taxa-
tion according to their
grosa receipts as provigded
in Chapters 4 and 5 of the

Laws of 1940, as amended
and supplemented,

Hopes of establishing the
New York Stock Exchange
in the city were slightlyen-
couraging, A letter was
received from Edward C.

- Gray, executive vice pres-
ident, of the exchange
stating that consideration
is being given to the city,

A Time of Decision

At their meemt’
Works Is faced with the aspect of deciding for or re-
jecting a variance application for the comstruction of
a 38-unit apartment on Feltus St. The Zoning Board
of Adjstment has presented a resolution to the Board
of Public Warks recommending that a variance be granted
for this construction, Their approval was determinedby
ctheir findings that (1) the proposed structure will improve
and enhance the appearance of the area snd of the
property; (2) the structure will not impair the value of
the surrounding area and it will increase the tax ratables
of the City of South Amboy; (3) the structure will coaform
with the requirements of the City Engineer; and (4) that to
enforce the current soning laws requiring a minimum
frontage of 200 feet, 3 maximum of § dwellings per
project and a minimum of 2 off-street parki .gacn
per dwelling unit would result in" an omp:?ou and
undue hardship upon the applicant. _

The decision to be made by the Boardof Public Works,

in our opinion, should be guided by the premise:r How
will South Amboy as a community benefit by the presence
of the 38-unit apartment? 1f the board members cannot
enumerate favorable benefits to the commuaity and
current taxpayers then we feel, they sbhould not allpw
the precedent of this type of construction in a restricted
zone, ’ . .
The disadvantages and burdens that are present with
any large apartment dwelling are numerous and fer
outweigh the advantages. 10 city an exampls, witness
new multi-unit apartments located in New Brunswick
that are just 3 years old and already have policing and
traffic problemes. The phzou:nl Appearance already bas
s shabbiness about it. and police reports indicate this
ares to be one af the city’s trouble spots. It is reasonable
to assume we might well have similar-type problem

We agree that an apartment would enhance the ar

‘but we feel that a ‘' luxury apartment®’ location should not‘

be adjacent to railroad tracks on {ts north side, a M!l.\t
club on its west side, s paint factory on its south side,
and a plumbing storage yard on its :&ot side, such ss
this one would be. We further agrée that it will not
impair the value of adjacent properties, but it will
raise our tax rate because it will have to be subsidised
by all local taxpayers since the $3000 tax revenue re-
ceived will not cover the services and educational ex-
penses that wo can otncl to inherit with its construction.

Why do we oppose this type of construction? We would
not call South Amboy ‘‘a ons horse town’ but we are res-
tricted in our physical sise. We have been called ‘’the
pleasant little city’’ and ‘‘a mile square’’. To begin the

precedent of multi-unit apartments means to force South:

Amboy iInto the position of having
A fow years ago, a master plan for the city was printed.
It was a guide for the possible ‘future use of land,
It did allow for multi-unit dwellings, but within restricted
areas. A zoning code, passed by ordinance, enforces
certain land uses, and in the case of multi-unit dwellings,
states that the maximum number per unit is § divisions,
The yearbook of the U.8, Departmsent of Agriculture in
its 1963 issue suggests that the aims of planners should
be to “insure that uses be directed to serve the needs of
the roph without placing an oalistic or uneconomical
burden on them, to insure sound growth of & small city
with respect to its physical layout, and to provide for
adequats community facilities and services and to pre-
serve the basic character and resources of the city.”
These are ideals which ht well be considered
the Board of Public Works s a decieion next Tuesday,
Regardless of what other towns advocate: that apartments
are progress, that they do provide sufficient ratables, let
us consider that South A y 18 an individual town, We
do not agree that it would necessarily be progress when
the town is only s mils square and crying for suitable
industry to provide needed ratables, We donot agree that
sufficlent ratables would be reslized from an apartmant
i1 the costs of educating children, and providing utilities
and servictes are greater than the ratables realissd,
