Since I am not in public office or running for same,
I can look at the problem objectively without flag-waving
or fanfare. Too often in the last few weeks I have seen
the same mutterings as one after another "public minded
persons" have lined up on the band-wagon as if in favor
of a mother's day celebration. No one has offered any
facts which substantiate their opinions, only a constant
rehashing of the "facts" in light of present pressures.

In attending a meeting of the New Jersey Federation
of Planning officials last Fall, I was interested in a group
discussion on Garden Apartments, so I sat in on that
topic. At the beginning of the discussion, the principal
planner, who was from the Division of Planning in Trenton,
made this statement, "Gentlemen: Let's begin the dis-
cussion by disregarding the fallacy that Garden Apart-
ments cause a school problem." There was a brief
silence. I expected someone to jump up and violently
disagree, since this has been such a controversial issue
in most of the municipalities in the area. However, T<-
my surprise, out of the approximately 20 planning am,
zoning officials from various New Jersey municipalities,
all agreed that Garden Apartments would not cause a
school problem in their community. I say to my surprise
because of the number of times I have heard this objection.
It is apparent, however, that in the absence of politicians,
die problem does not exist. Although the consensus of
these planning and zoning officials of the various muni-
cipalities like my own, is only an opinion. I would
nevertheless weigh the testimony of tHese people much
more heavily than any "facts" T have "heard to date.
Consequently, I would favor a more objective view of
the public in a compulation of facts which would es-
tablish a pattern for Garden Apartments, It is more
important to set up restrictions and objectives, rather
than arguing the merits of a single case.

My own opinion still remains that Garden Apartments
could be an asset to the community if built under careful
restrictions.

An underlying objective in the creation of our.
form of government, and one which has avoided
many abuses of other forms of government, was to
achieve diffusion rather than concentration of gov-
ernment power.

The present operation of the Electoral College
system results in a concentration of power in certain
parts of our country. In order to achieve a better
balance, u Constitutional amendment aimed at
choosing- Presidential Electors by districts compar-
able lo the system of choosing members of the
House of Representatives is recommended.

Under this proposal (S.J. Res. 12) each voter,
•no matter where geographically located, would have
the identical privilage of voting for three Presiden-
tial Electors, two on a state-wide basis, and one from
the local district. Such a diffusion of power and in-
fluence would cause the choice of Presidential can-
didates, the framing of platforms, the conduct of
conventions and campaigns, as well as the conduct
of governmental affairs, to be directed on a truly
national basis.

This district system would make the President
the man of all the people and would reduce the ef-
fect of improper election practices, exaggerated in-
fluence of groups and individuals in control of
block vote* and eliminate the unfair system of hav-
ing votes of large minorities cast opposite to their
wishes.

We commend it* serious/ consideration by the
(Congress of The United States.
