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~ New ngh School Proposed

By Citizens Advisory Committee

Completing their work a
month earller thanthetime
allotted, the Citizens Ad-
visory Committee on School
Expansion, in their final
report, proposed that the
Board of Education build
a new ©6-year, 24-room
high school on the landfill
to alleviate the preaent
~crowded conditions,

The report, read at Mon-
day's Board meeting, also
recommended correction
of overcrowding in classes
by limiting classes and if
necesgary begin double
sessions’ in September to
do this, The recommended
class size was 25 pupils
with 109 in increase in the
elementary school and 20%,
in the high school. Board
members commented that
any adverse feelings from
«barents regarding double
sessions would be over-
come if a building program

i were initiated,

Board members were un-
animous in their praise of
the report, feeling that it
indicated the feeling of
parents regarding the con-
tinuation of quality educa-
tion, Member Chester Za-
morski sald the committee
had worked with ‘‘enthu-
siasm maklng good recom-
mendations,

Among other recommend-
ations made that one year
of typing be given for prep-
aratory pupils wishing to
enroll in the course; that

- Spanish I and Il be added

to the curriculum; that a
music program with in-
strument Instruction be
started; and that one year
of algebra for seniors who
may want toenter technicai
schools, This .later recom-
mendation colncided with
one made recently.by the
Superintendent, Eugene S,
Dobrzynski, and already
sent to the State Depart-
. ment of Education for ap-
proval,

In recommending a new
high school construction,
the committee’s report said
that the facility include a
combination gymnasium-
auditorium with a stage.
The recommentation did
not include space for spe-

cia] service rooms such as
offices, teachers’ rooms,
cafeteria and others, as
the committee felt this
space would be .better
determined ' by the Board
of Education and the school
administration,

The committee wad em-
phatic in stating that they
felt thelr recommendations
encompassed only present
needs and they had not been
able to project future en-
rollment due to lack of true
figures,
seeedtating--that a  thorou

survey doné by the

ings -and grounds. subcom-
mittee revealed I{mited
available land for a school
site, the committee s3id
the landfill was the best
slte and that the present
ball fields be incorporated
and made a part of the 30
acres suggested by the
State as the necessgdry
