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Rush Backs Mayor in Controversy
Ordinance Unanimously Approved

In what seems to be the
beginning or the end of
oversized apartments In
the city was once again re-
iterated a| Tuesday night's
city council meeting by
Councilman Peter J, Rush.
His remarks stemmed
from the recent lash the
Board of Adjustments
president, William McKeon
made. Rush stated that he
would like to go on record
that he supports the Mayor
In regards tq his stand on
large unit apartments.

"In my opinion I would
much rather have homes
In the Feltus St. area, with
established families. I still
feel that South Arnboy
doesn't need any apart-
ments over eight units, be-
cause with larger units it
will mean an increase In
police protection and pos-
sible different fire fighting
equipment. South Amboy,
as we know, doesn't have-
large Industry and there-
fore we have to live with-
in our means and not try
to keep up with other com-
munities. The president
of the Board of Adjustments
claims to have a free mind,
well I think It's about time
he started to use it for the

. benefit of the people, and I
feel before a decision was
made on these apartments,
the board should have
checked with our local di-
rector of the Dohaney

". Homes to find out how many
applications he has re-

. cejyed for one bedroom
apartments In the past ten
years. They also should
have checked with the chief
of police and the fire chief
to find out what effect these
apartment* would have on
their work load.- The pres-
ident'of Hie Board of Ad-
justments also stated that
he cannot say his vote of
approval w a s right or
wrong. If this is the case
why old he vote? The one
thing that all Boards should
remember i s that the
Mayor and the Council are
elected representatives of
die people and when the
people are not satisfied, It
Is us they come to and
rightfully eo, and It Is our
duty to express the feelings
of these people publicly and
not just tit back. There-
fore when these apartments
come up for reconsidera-
tion, I hope that all of the

, remarks made by die
Mayor and Council are
given strong consider-
ation."

Unanimously approved at
this meeting was the adop-
tion of the ordinance for-
bidding any and all loiter-
ing by gangs anywhere In
the town. The ordinance
provides that anyone caught

" .loitering after being dis-
persed by the local police
will be subject to arrest.
Those guilty of using loud
or abusive or indecent Ian-

. guage to pedestrians or
nose Interfering with their

' traffic will be considered
violators of die law. Any
perpetrators will be fined
up to $200 or up to 90 days

, in Jail.
. Due to the upcoming ab-
. sence of the vacationing

' Mayor, Council President
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Fred Henry wae appointed
acting Mayor from the 19
to the 29 of May.

Mayor Richard J, Schultz
extended Ma sincere con-
gratulations to the gra-
duates of both St, Mary's
and H. G. Hoffman High
Schools who have been re-
cipients of the jnany schol-
arships offered for their
academic achievements.
"Students such as these
are a credit to the com-
munity in which they live"
the mayor said.

The Mayor also acknow-

TO THE EDITOR:
WHY A MULTIPLE APARTMENT HOUSE

ON BORDENTOWN AVENUE?
Here is a case of an applicant who desired to put up

a supposedly eight family apartment on a lot 64 x 111
feet. This lot which Is located on the corner of Borden-
town Ave. and Division St, Is only 1/5 of the sis* re-
quired for ttola typtf of a building by our Zoning laws.

The applicant through his lawyers claimed that he
waa the owner of a lot 86 feet wide and 139 feet long.
This statement which was vastly erroneous snd backed
up neither by a deed nor by a survey was at one time
during the course of the meeting immediately voted
upon by our zoning board and before anyone- could object
was speedily voted upon and the decision accepted by
the board. It waa only after I heatedly objected to It and
produced proof backed up by 3 aurveys was th» vote
rescinded- In view of the conflicting claims made, the
board decided to put off a vote until It viewed the lot.

About a month later the board met again, accepted
my dimension of the lot and voted against granting the
variance to the applicant on the grounds that it could
not accommodate the 16 parking spaces required by our
zoning laws.

One month later the applicant made another request.
Thia time supposedly reducing the apartment, to six
families but the else of the building was to remain the
same (30 x 70) probably for future expansion.

Again I argued that there was not room enough to
accommodate even the 12 parking units that the property
lacks. It was pointed out to me that this apartment
would be the same as the one located on the corner'of
Stevens Ave. and Main St. which building has the re-
quired parking units. Recently I had occasion to examine

It was also pointed out to our board that our little city
no longer has many large spaces of Undto accommodate
30 and SO apartment complexes but IT STILL HAS

aame? If this protect will be approved by the board of
Public Works which has to pa** judgement on It then
It would not surprise me If a request is made for many
more llkewisel .
