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SPLIT SESSIONS APPROVED
TO RELIEVE OVERCROWDING

To relieve an existing
situation of overcrowding
in the public school, the
Board of Education last
night approved changes in
the size of classrooms and
split sessions In the ele-
mentary school, effective
in-September 1966.
On the recommendation of

Superintendent Eugene Do-
brzvnaki, It w a s un-
animously approved that
each class In the elemen-
tary school consist of 25
students with a 10% excess
allowance and 25 students
in each high school class
with a 20% excess allow-
ance.

Noting that the statewide
percentage is 22.1 students
per class and nationwide,
25.1 students per class,
the superintendent said that
existing classes, some with
over 40 students, were far
over the desired size bene-
ficial to student and teach-
er alike.

To achieve the desired
classroom size, it will be
necessary to put classes
on split sessions, begin-
ning In September, until
some decision is reached
on the proposed building of
a new high school. Cur-
rently there are 75 students
enrolled In the 2nd grade
and the classes will be
split so that 2A and 2B
are on split sessions while
2C will attend all day. The
3rd and 4th grades will be
on a similar schedule and,
If necessary, die 5th and
6th gradei will also go on
split sessions. There are
54 students enrolled for the
1st grade for September
and should this enrollment
come near the present total
of 76 students, this class
will also go on split ses -
sions. To accommodate
the Increased classes, ap-
proval was given to use one
of the present kindergarten
classrooms for the 1st
grade. This means that
the kindergarten sessions
will be doubled up, with 2
teachers in attendance for
both morning and afternoon
sessions.

The recommendations on
class size and split ses-
sions coincided with those
made in the final repon
of the Citizens Advisory
Committee on .School Ex-
pansion. The committee
had made these suggestions
as a means of continuing
quality education In the
district.

NEW TEACHING
METHODS WIN

• v APPROVAL
On the recommendation

of Elementary School Prin-
cipal Joseph Mabey, ap-
proval was given to ex-
periment with a semi-block
method of teaching in the
6th grade for the coming
year. The method Involves
a minimum amount of de-

! partmental classes where
one teacher, Miss Lois Za-

j gata, would teach language
! arts, Including reading
\ English, spelling and socla
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studies, and the other
teacher, Paul Poestch,
would teach Health, Physi-
cal Education, Bclence and
arithmetic. Each home-
room teacher would be res-
ponsible for art, music and
handwriting. The advan-
tage of mis method is
that each teacher is able
to cover material In great-
er detail. Board members
were in praise of this In-
novation, believing that It
would be of great benefit
to the sixth graders, who
go into fully departmental
classes when they go into
the 7th grade.
