who collect taxes from*a
portion of this property
because of it being situated
in Sayrevilie. If Sayreville
does not grant a variance
and relinquish tax ratables
this application will be void.

Hospital following the ex-
plosion and fire which des-
troyed the boat.
According to police, three

of the persons on board
were thrown from the craft
by the force ot the ox-
plosion. They were res-
cued by Paul Tomari, 23,
of 123 Bayard St., New
Brunswick. Tomari and
his companions, Abraham
Breese, 23, of 251 Baldwin
St., New Brunswick, and
Karen Blttick, 17, of 333
£. Seventh St., Plalnfleld,
were in another boat near-
by when the explosion oc-
curred, police said.

Police said Tomari dove
Into the water to save one-
of the injured. Two other
passengers were brought to
the lower deck of the rail-
road bridge and taken from
the water,
, The Injured were: Samuel
Flerro, 53, of 107 Stevens,
No. Brunswick, the owner
of the boat; pilot John Con-
sollan, 43, of 817-C Don-
nelson, Highland Park;
Mrs. Nancy Conaolian, 29,
of the same addresa; John
VaLenti, 29, of 3 Cornell
St., New Brunswick; Wil-
liam Bella, 19, of Kittan-
nlng, Pa.; Melissa Bella.
817-C, Donnelson, High-
land Park; and Nancy Ko-
walczyk, 17, of 917 Auro-
ris St., New Brunswick.

The only person that re-
quired hospitallzatlon was
Mrs. Consollan, who waa
reported in fair condition.
Police said the boat left

a Highland Park marina for
a cruise down the Raritan
River. The boat.waa at-
tempting to turn back up-
river when the explosion
occurred.
