““Taxation without repre-
septation?’’ Could be that
history is tepeatlng {tself,
At Tuesday night's city
council meeting it sure ap-
peared that way,

. Councilman Peter J, Rush
volced hig opposition inthe
recent angeover in re-
zoning South Amboy into
the Monmouth County dis-
trict for voting purposes
only, He went on to state
“Why not cut us off com-
pletely so- that we can pay
taxes to Monmouth County
as well as be counted in
their balloting,”” A few
years back, Rush went on
record to Initiate adivision |
of Middlesex County into
seven districts and pro-
curing for each district a
freeholder thereby insur-
ing a more forceful re-
presentative for the peo-
ple, As it stands now there
aré seven, but they are
elected by the twenty-five

municipaliti¢s, He feels a
one-man, one-vote could
" work out to a better ad-
vantage for all concerned,

An additional spending of
this clity’s hard earneddol-
lar also came to Hght when
Mayor Richard Schultz in-
formed the citizens- of the
recent hppeal that Wood-
bridge Township has made
for a reduction of their
taxes, If this goes through,
South Amboy stands to pay
an additional $14,000 more

in taxes to the county, At

this point, the Mayor urged
all citizens to write their
opposition to the County

Board of Taxation, New

spending money, the Mayor
noted that the city has em-
ployed two gatemen at the
