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Board Delays Action On Purchase Of
New Equipment And Improvements
Action was delayed at last

week's Board of Education
meeting for the purchase
of new equipment and lm»
provement of buildings
pending further investiga-
tion.
Superintendent of Schools,

Eugene S. Dobrzynskl, sug-
gested that business and
mimeograph machines for
the training of students and
a duplicating machine for
teachers' use be pur-
chased. He explained that
the elementary school
principal, the high school
office and the board should
all have their own equip-
ment but at present they
must a l l use the same
machine.
The board also hesitated

to consider a request from
the high school's home arts
department for more steam
irons, sewing machines,
pots and pans, a washer,

- dryer and exhaust fan, plus
a new paint Job and the re-
placement of outdated
equipment.

C. Leslie Batchelor said
the board should not con-
sider the issue until de-
velopmentB on the proposed
building program are re-
ceived. The board decided
to purchase essential
items.

Dobrzynskl also recom-
mended that more book
shelves be constructed in
each elementary school
classroom. He said 11
would be needed and they
would be custom made.
The board instructed the

superintendent to purchase
a standard • size unless
there is little difference
in cost to the custom made
ones.
The board also considered

a suggestion for roof fans
and ventilators on. the
school to be reinstated to
avoid leaks and that the
section of the library which
is used as a guidance room
be repainted. In addition,
work on window sills and
the installation of formica
on some desks was dis-
cussed, Joseph Herrmann,
the board director, sugges-
ted that Dobrzynski obtain
cost estimates.

TOSENDLETTER
TO MAYOR

The board decided to send
an "emphatic" letter to
Mayor Richard J. Schultz
requesting that police re-
place the soda machine in
the city hall with one using
cans or paper, cups instead
of bottles. Herrmann said
that the broken glass in
the playground and around

. the city hall is a cleaning
problem and a hazard.

There's no reason why
this has to go on", Herr-
mann said. The expense
is not only to the Board
of Education but also to
the taxpayers. At least
paper would be safer."
The board authorized

Dobrzynski to hire a clerk
for the high school prin-
cipal's office at a salary
of$2400.

The resignation of indus-
trial arts teacher Arnold
Schwartz was accepted.
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TO FAY FOR
LAB FACILITIES

The Board of Education
will pay $660 for the use
of lab facilities at Sayre-
ville High School for 44
St. Mary's students.

The students are forced
to take classes at Sayre-
vllle because of the fire
last May 4 at St. Mary's
which. destroyed the old
portion of the building.
A letter was received

from Sayrevllle Superin-
tendent of Schools, Vincent
Abbatiello, requesting that
South Amboy defer some of
the cost of this service at
the rate of $15 per" pupil.
Since Hoffman High School
cannot accommodate the
students for the summer
lab course, .the Board de-
cided to pay the amount.
"The suggestion in the

letter Is the most econo-
mical method", said Dob-
rzynskl, "Hoffman would»
have to hire another teach-
er to meet the need other-
wise."

DobrzynBki listed al-
ternatives to the present
setup but none seemed ac-
ceptable to the board. He
said students could attend
lab:

1. from 6:45 a.m. until
they had to leave for reg-
ular classes.

2. after school.
3. on Saturday.

State Approves
Landfill For

School Site
The State Department of

Education has approved the
landfill area as the site for
a new school. The Board
of Education will schedule
a meeting to discuss this
matter with.the Mayor and
Council after a special exe-
cutive session.

The meeting with state
officials on the school ex-
pansion plans was held on
June 14. One of the re-
sults being that the city
is ready to talk with an
architect. The number of
classrooms* and s p e c i a l
needed built-in main-
tenance features and other
considerations were de-
cided..

The plan caJla for 12 aca-
demic classrooms and 18
special areas, these being,
art, business education,
health and physical educa-
tion, home arts. Industrial
arts, music, sciences and
instructional m a t e r i a l s
center. Other considera-
tions include an auditorium
which can be broken Into
three areas, with a seating
capacity of 600 to 700 and
a faculty room to serve
man sod women.
The proposed plan also

. includes development di the
entire landfill area for
community use.

from his wife, because they
did not have enough money
to rent quarters of their
own, it was reported.

STATE TAGS FLUKE
Fluke are being tagged

In New Jersey's Sandy
Hook Bay by the Division
of Fish and Game in the
Department of Conserva-
tionandEconomic Develop-
ment.
The cooperation of fisher-

men is asked In reporting
catches ,of tagged fluke. The
tag used is a readily visible
yellow button type, inserted
through the back of the fish.
Marine Fisheries Biologist
Walter Muraweki stresses
that the most essential
information is "where,
when and how" each fish
is captured. •
Tags and informat ion

should be sent to the Bureau
of Commerical Fisheries
Laboratory, Woods Hole,
Mass., or the New Jersey
Marine Fisheries Labora-
tory at Nacote Creek, New
Jersey". The U.S. Fish and
Wildlife Service will pay
$ 1.00 for each tag;coopera-
tors who turn in the fish
in good condition will re-
ceive an additional $1.00.
The purpose of the pro-

gram is to provide infor-
mation on the catch rate of
fluke and to determine how
their migrations,especially
in relation to size and
affect New Jersey's fish-
eries.

Fluke, also known as sum-
mer flounder, suffered a
serious dec l ine in abun-
dance in the early 1960's.
Since fluke are one of the
most important species for
New Jersey sport and com-
mercial f i s h e r m e n , the
State Marine Fisheries
Laboratory undertook an
intensive r e s e a r c h pro-
gram, with the help of
Dingell, Johnson Federal
Aid to Fisheries funds.
Catches of fluke have risen

to moderate proportions
this summer and last.
Nevertheless, B i o l o g i s t
Murawskl feels, this
species Is so well utilized
in this State that It is im-
perative that we continue to
use tagging and other means
to maintain surveillance
over this valuable fisheries
resource."

Such payments are de-
posited in a special.account
u n t i l they are properly
identified, District Direc-.

plained. This takes time,
and additfotial c l e r i c a l
help, which could better
be utilized in processing
tax returns.'

Taxpayers mailing checks
or money orders to pay
taxes should attach the bill
or notice to their remit-
tance. If this is Impossible,
a note should be enclosed
stating what the payment
is for and the type and
yea-r or quarter of the tax.
Be sure to include your
name, address and sociarl
s e c u r i t y or employers
identification number. It's
a good idea to print this
number on the lower left
hand corner of the check
or pnoney order. Be sure
