" In final desperation Bunny ran to Prasnal’s Confec-
tionery Store on Stevens Ave. (about a block and a half
away) from where she cailed our local police who res-

ed promptly. The police confirmed that the woman
was dead -~ and dead for many hours,

Could this person’s life have been saved if someone
didn’t mind getting invoived in this tragic matter?
