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GARDEN NEWS
FLOWERS LAST LONGER
Cut flowers bring outdoor

beauty Indoors. That beauty
can last longer if you take
proper care of th» blooms.

Late afternoon or early
evening Is the best time of
day to cut flowers. Flowers
produce their food through
photosynthesis'during the
day and largely use It up
during the night. As a re-
sult, . flowers cut In the
morning will not last as
long as those cut In die
evening because their food
supply is lower.
Sharp cutting tools in good

condition should be used to
cut flowers, since a dull
edged tool tends to block
the water-conducting tubes
in the flower stems. The
angle at which the stem Is
cut makes very-little dif-
ference In extending flower
life.
Aa soon as the flowers are

cut, place them In water
that Is at room tempera-
ture. The warm water pre-
vents plants from losing
too much moisture. To con-
dition them, keep the plants
overnight in the water In a
cool room or in the base-
ment. Remove all the
foliage that will be under
after the flowers are ar-
ranged because this foliage
will decompose rapidly.

To help coarse-stemmed
flowers absorb water,press
the lower two Inches of the
stems with a piece of wood
or hammer. Chrysanthe-
mums, phlox, stock and
lythrum will have difficulty
taking up enough water un-
less the stems are pressed.

Use a clean container and
flower holder for your ar-
rangement. Keep the ar-
rangement out of sunny or
drafty places to slow down
the loss of water through
the foliage.
IMPROVE APPEARANCE
Have you ever seen a lawn

with a series of wave-like
ridges running at right
angles to the direction of
mowing? Development of
this washboard effect can
be prevented by regularly
changing the direction of
mowing. For Instance mow
diagonally or at right angles
to die normal direction of
mowing. Alternatlngdlrec-
tlons of cut Will also help
control runners of creeping
grasses and will aid in die
prevention of g r a i n and
thatch.

We should avoid mowing
wet grass as much as po$-
sible. Dry grass cuts more
easily, does not ball up and
clog the mower, and gives a
much finer appearing lawn,
besides, timing tests have
shown that it takes less
time to mow dry graaa than
to mow wet grass.

' PINCH SEEDPODS
Your rhododendrons, az-

aleas, and mountain laurel
were beautiful this year.
But tfiey've completed dieir
bloom and have begun to set
seed. We suggest that you
pinch off those developing
seed pods now before die
plants start forming buds
for next year's flowers.

Sfed development re-
quires a c o n s i d e r a b l e
amount of plant energy. And,
if these plants are allowed
to set seed, all the plant's
energy will go into seed

production instead of flower
production.

Nature left uncheckedpro-
duces seeds first and flow-
ers last. That's her way of
keeping a species well'pop-
ulated. In die garden though,
we are most interested in
producing attractive flow-
ers dian a large number
of plants.

RESULT OF DROUGHT
Sycamore and plane trees,

sometimes called button-
wood or buttonball trees
are starting to show re-
sults of dje currentdrought
conditions. Many home-
owners are becoming con-
cerned that die yellowing
and dropping of leaves is
die result of a disease.

Dry weadier may be con-
sidered a cause of disease
if it results in poor growdi
of your tree but it is not
die type of disease that you
control wldi c h e m i c a l
sprays.

Trees that have been
transplanted within the past
three of four years and
have not yet developed a
good root system are die
first to have yellow leaf
dropping. And it is die
older or inside leaves that
are now in trouble.

Your tree will not die be-
cause of die leaf drop even
though you do not water It
and we do not have rains.

MOSQUITOES
Man haH been swatting mosquitoes for centuries. This pest also

posex a threat to human health by carrying disease, and occasionally
becomes sufficiently numerous to kill livestock. In many parts of the
world, mosqiiltoe'H have pre-
vented industrial and aKrlcultnr-
al development.

AH annoying Insect*, they have
spoiled lawn parlies and kept
large areas from becoming mini-
mer .resorts. Hut all this Is slight,
compared to the damage they
hitve brought to humanx by trans-
mitting diseases such UH malaria,
yellow fever, dengue, nlariaHts
and encephalitis.

Prolific breeders, ino»iniHoeH
reproduce not only In murshes,
but also in empty' cans, abon-
doned automobile casings, tree
holes, rain gutters or anyplace
where there is even a small quan-
tity of water. There are more
than 2,000 different species of
mosquitoes, but it doesn't make
much difference to the average
homeowner whether he is bitten
by a Cults pi/iimx or an Anoplif

.lex i/uiuhi»niriil(iluy. Either, one
is after his blood!

Most mosquito research today
is devoted to ways of controlling
these pests. Around the turn of
the century, oil was used widely
fn mosquito-breeding puddles to
knock out larvae, and this prac-
tice' was carried out in malaria-
control programs in Western
Africa. Then came the famous
Panama Canal Larviclde, dcvel-
opud in l»04. This consisted of
carbolic wood resin, commercial
sodium, hydroxide and water.
Paris green also was found to be
effective, and this material WHS
the .standard, larvkide used
against mosquitoes up until the
development of DDT In 1942.

Mosquito control IK big Imsl
ness. Many difficult problems HI«
met and solved l>y inos<|iiit.o con-
trol district mftniigerii and.other
pest control specialists. Mosqui-
toes are attacked with xprnys and
dusts from small and large air-
craft, amphibious equipment. In-
sectlcidal fog applicators and
hydraulic sprayers.

While DDT and other common-
ly-uspd chlorinated hydrocarbon
insecticides still are effective
against mosquitoes. ' scientists
hHve been senrchint: for n new
type of compound that-is safer to

M d dhumans and and does

not persist us long in water and
noil Seviii carbaryl Insecticide, a
carbamate, from a new iijid en-
tirely dtfferent chemical family
than the ch'ortnated hydrocar-
bons, now is being used in sprays
and dusts against adult mosqui-
toes. It is lower in toxlclty to
humans and animals, and pre-
sents much less ot a drift and res-
idue problem than DDT.

,Sevin has been effective In
many areas of the world where
mosquitoes have grown, resistant
to conventional DDT treatments.
It is applied extensively to con-
trol public health peiits on white-
washed mud of adobe structures,
or other types tit native houslnK.
In Africa. Asia and South Ameri-
ca l-'oi treatments around homes,
the liiHertiride should be applied
in early morning or evening when
the air Is calm and adult mosfiul-
toen are active. Treatments with
sprayers should thoroughly cover
lower shade tree foliage, shrub-
bery, flower • lii'd-t. Klaus und
.shaded ureas around buildings
ujhere adult, mosquitoes ronitre-
tiate.

On tiot summer days no

one NkM to do housework.
But an orderly house seems
cooler. Why not check die
way you do' some of * •
necessary c h o r e s ? You
might find a cooler way.

Mrs. Cleo M. Cottrell, ex-
management-famlly econ-
omics > at die College of
Agriculture and Environ-
mental Science, Rutgers
University,' urges you to
start die day by eliminating
die obstacle race connected
with bed making. Complete-
ly straighten sheets, blank-
et— if you still have one on
die bed—and coverlet on
one side Instead of walking
around die bed two or more
times. You'll find you save
many steps, lots of energy
and some time.

When die f l o o r s need
cleaning don't forget your
vacuum cleaner and its at-
tachments, Mrs. Cottrell
advises. Use it even on die
kitchen floor to remove
surface dirt. It will post-
pone scrubbing day and is
much easier dian sweeping.
The duster brush on your

vacuum will be a labor
saver when slicking up die
furniture each day. Or, if
you use a cloth on unwaxed
furniture, line a tin can
with a very thin film of
good furniture polish and
let die crushed cloth stand
In die covered can for a
c o u p l e of hours before
using. The cloth will pick
up die dust I n s t e a d of
spreading it, but will not
leave an oily film. If fur-
niture is waxed, don't use
even this small amount of
furniture polish as die oil
will soften die wax.
Dishwashing must be done

every day no matter how
hot. Do it as quickly and
effortlessly as possible.
When you clear die table,
use a tray to save steps.
Soak pots and pans in sudsy
water immediately after
use. A solution of mild de-
tergent more quickly soft-
ens e v e n burned s p o t s .
When you wash the dishes,
a long-handled brush or
mop will*keep your hands
out of die hot dishwater.
If rinse water is hot, don't
bother to dry dishes. Let
diem drain.

Dining table, chairs, beds
or odier furniture pulled
away from the wall allow
for greater air clrcDlatlon,
die New Jersey State Uni-
versity specialist p o i n t s
out.
