It i s very evident that the letter written by a teenager

in the July 28th Issue of the Citizen was strictly a re-
prisal to hate the Recreation Commission because of
the suggested teenage curfew by (he Mayor and City
Council.
Th« comments of this individual are interesting in that

they reflect, almost wholly, ah attitude of negativism.
The sad part Is that his negative attitude la based on
misinformation. As adults we can appreciate and admire
a teenager's idealism but when his idealism makes him
Msinformed we try to correct that.

The sarcastic remarks of calling the Recreation Com-
mission inactive and unimaginative was certainly in bad
taste. This body of men Is composed of seven respected
citizens, who devote unselfishly of their time with no
compensation to plan and improve the Recreation Pro-
gram for die com in unity.

The reference to the outdoor City Basketball League as
a Cloak and Dagger league is very Juvenile, the league
has been In operation (or the past ten years and certainly
needs no poster advertising as suggested by you. Notices
for registrations for the league are sent to the local
papers. In relation to having lights at the basketball
courts the Commission has had an unhappy experience
with erecting lights at the Tennis Courts. And for this
reason they are reluctant to go for added expense, be-
cause the lights are continually being broken.
Our Mid-County and A.A.A.B.A. teams are for boys who

are graduates of our Babe Ruth League. For your in-
formation, we tried to sponsor a league for boys after
the Babe Rum League age and unfortunately could only
field three (3) teams for a league, consequently die Mid-
County and the A.A.A.B.A. was the result. Our adjacent,
more populated towns with more youngsterB can sponsor
a league. At times we have difficulty In fielding nine
men for the Mid-County League. As a matter of fact, we
have members of the Babe Ruth League teams on our
roster.

. Sport films have been shown for the past years and
because of the poor attendance,- the Commission de-
cided not to sponsor them any longer.
Your comments on trips to aki-slopeB, beaches, base-

ball, basketball and football games should not be the
responsibility of the Recreation Commission but a paren-
tal one. The commission had sponsored such trips in the
past . Only last year our Babe Ruth League went to the
Yankee Stadium and one of the Commissioners had to
sol ic i t our businessmen to defray the expenses for bus
transportation.

The taxpayers could not stand such expenses for that
type of entertainment because It is not a recreation
function.

Two years ago, the Recreation Commission sponsored
an essay contest for teenage girls in which they sug-
gested ways In which recreation for mem could be im-
proved in the City. Out of these essays came the idea
for a joint meeting of all teenagers, both boys and girls,
at which It was hoped to expand on the idea of.perhaps
obtaining a local building for a recreation center. In
m i s connection, it was decided to hold skating-dancing
parties in the middle of the week when it would not
conflict, possibly with basketball games or dances at
either of the two local high schools. In cooperation
with the South Amboy skating arena, this program was
Initiated and continued until June of this year. This
mid-week activity was not the solution to stop the
congregating on street corners and hangouts.

The Recreation Commission is hampered by a budget,
on our part; and a lack; of interest on the teenagers
part . With the monies available we have a very success-
ful summer and winter sports program, Wltfi some of
the money available, we have tried and tried and tried
to initiate teenage social activities. We have not failed
the teenagers, they have failed themselves. When there
were calls for meetings between tht teenagers and the
Recreation Commission, they have been enthusiastic for
the first meeting and tfien forgot to show up for the
second one. The Recreation Commission is not a baby-
sitting agency for teenagers. We will provide programs
for you, if you are interested; we will listen to your
suggestions If you will give us constructive ideas, we
wi l l try to please you, but we do not like sarcasm and
rudeness. , ,

With ail your energies and ideas as teenagers we sug-
g e s t that you might remember what the late President
Kennedy said about "doing" and let us paraphrase
h i s words; i .e . , "Ask not what the City and its Recrea-
tion Commission can do for you, but what you can do
for the City and its Recreation Commission."

Monsignor Grimes Transferred
To Spring Lake

Msgr. John I-.. Grimes

Bishop George W. Ahr
announced last week the
appointment of Very Rev.
Magr. John E. Grimes aa
pastor of St. Catharine's
Church, Spring Lake.

Msgr. Crimes, who has
been rector of St. Mary's
Cathedral for the past 10
years, succeeds the Most
Rev. James J. Hogan, who
was Installed July 6 as
Bishop of Alioona-Johns-
town, Pa.

Msgr. Grimes will be in-
stalled by Rt. Rev. Msgr.
John J. CTHara, V.F. pas-
tor of Ascension Church,
Bradley Beach.
A native of South Amboy,

Msgr .Grimes was graduat-
ed from St.Mary* s Cram-
mer and High Schools.
He prepared (or the priest-
hood at St. Charles Sem-
inary, Catansvllle, Md.
and St, Mary's Seminary,
Baltimore, Md/ He was
ordained in St. Mary's
Cathedral, Trenton on May
1, 1937.by A r c h b i s h o p
Moses E. KUey, then Bish-
op of Trenton.
His first assignment waa

as an a s s i s t a n t at St.

wtiwi y*« think «l
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Mary's Cathedral where he
served for 8 years. In
March, 1945, he Joined the
Navy Cahaplain Corps, and
upon his separation from
Service in May, 1946, ht
served briefly as assist-
ant at Our Lady of Per-
petual Help Church, 8er-
nardevllle, and then as ad-
ministrator of St. James
Pariah, Jamesburg.
Msgr. Grimes' first pas-

torate was Our Lady of
Peace, Fords, from May
6, J947 until his assign-
mem to St, Mary's Ca-
thedral 10 years ago.
While at Fords, be dir-
ected the construction of
a new church..

Msgr. Grimes was named
p a s t o r of the Cathedral
Parish by Bishop Ahr on
June 6, 1956 three months
after the fire which bad
destroyed the o r i g i n a l
cathedral church ort March
14, and which took the lives
of the r e c t o * , Rt. Rsv.
Msgr. Richard T. Crean.
P.A.,and two housekeep-
ers. During the next three
years, the new cathedral
and rectory were built.

Pope John XXOI honored
Msgr. G r i m e s with ap-
pointment as a papal cham-
berlain with the rank
of very reverend monsi-
gnor In October , 1960.
Msgr. Grimes, who Is <tt*
ocesayi director of ceme-
teries, has been spiritual
d i r e c t o r of the Mercer
County Particular Council,
St. Vincent dePaul Society,
Catholic chaplain to the
Trenton police and firs-
men, and Catholic clergy
r e p r e s e n t a t i v e oa the
Trenton Housing Advisory
Committee.

MAYOR SCHULTZ ANNOUNCES
$39,000 LOSS IN REVENUE

In his remarks to the City
Council at last Tuesday's
meeting. Mayor Richard
Schultt warned the people
of South Amboy to prepare
for a loss of $39,000 In re-
venue. Jersey C e n t r a l
Power and Light Co. will
have a tax reduction of
$27,000 and the railroads
will account for the other
$12,000. Scbut t* said,
"This loss Inrsvenue, plus
the fact that county taxes
have Increased $136,888 in
the past eight years means
that South Amboy will have
to take a long hard look at
any future budgets, if we
wish to hold the line on our
present tax rate.
' Concurring with the May-
or, Councilman Peter Rush
also pointed out that this
111.6% Increase In County
taxes still has no end In
sifht and suggested that,
"Perhaps the Freeholders
should not spend money on
golf courses and other un-
necessary items,"

ceived a Utter from the
Rotary Club, asking that
the City Fathers Investi-
gate available Federal mo-
ney for the Improvement
and growth for our local
library. A motion by Coun-
cilman Rush and seconded
by Councilman Zebro, .was
passed to turn this com-
munication over to tfas Li-
brary Board.

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Letters To The Editor
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To The Editor:
I was quite Interested to read the "Letter To The

Editor" of July 28, 1966 concerning die proposed teen-
age curfew for South Amboy. Although I arrived in
South Amboy only one month ago, I have been made
aware of the situation by long time community resi-
dents, and more concretely, by the fact that I live Just
across the street from the Hoffman School where many
of the ' teenagers meet until. the early hours of the
morning. A committee was proposed in the July 28th
"Letter* to be made up of clergy and student council
representatives. Being the Methodist Church Pastor
this directly Involves me.

The writer of the letter has correctly analyzed the
problem, but I feel has not placed the responsibility
for the correction of the problem on the proper should-
ers. Parents today have advocated their responsibi-
lities for the raising of their children Into the hands of
others. At one time the Father taught his son a trade,
now they. are sent to college, trade school, or made
apprentices under the eye of another. The Mother
taught her daughter housekeeping, now we have home
economics courses In Public Schools. Religious train-
ing, the parents responslDllity before God, Is given to
the Church School. Recreation, once a family affair,
is now to be provided by the City Recreation Committee,
Scouting, Church Youth groups, or other organizations.
The questions that arises is, "Are parents only re-
sponsible for the clothing, feeding, and shelter of their
children?" Or are they not responsible for the total
life of the child as long as they are under their care? At
what point are the parents going to assume the re-j
sponsibiiity for their own children?
A curfew, though essential in many communities today,

should be considered a SLAP IN THE FACE to parents,
because it means that the Town Council has had to tell'
the young person, lnatead of the parent, when it is time
to go home.
Although this community may need additional recrea-

tional and free time activities, and this I do not know
as a fact, this may not necessarily correct the pro-
blem. (It is always easy to blame someone else for our
own mistakes.) What we do need are parents willing to
take- their obligations as parents more seriously. God
has blessed our homes with children, but He has also
given to us the obligation to raise and care for them.
Young people today know little of family life as such,
and so, In search for acceptance and meaningful rela-
tionships have sought to find what they are missing
at home outside the family circle. Young people are
crying for a sense of belonging. Sadly enough, the pa-
rents are not giving this to them. Instead, parents send
them off for activities and seek to have, in some cases,
strangers to raise, educate, and to give them the
moral, religious, and ethical standards they need.
My remarks have not been directed to parents In South.

Amboy alone, but are directed' to those parents in our
total society who have shirked their God given obliga-
tions to children.

I shall be more than happy to serve on any committee
that might in some way help young people, but at the
same time I have a feeling of regret that I shall only
be a "parent-substitute", knowing that I will be doing
what some delinquent parent should already be doing.

To those who are not yet acquainted.with the new li-
brary, we suggest that they come in so that they will then
understand that our work is not finished.. We are doing our
best and hope to have, by the winter months, accommoda-
tions for the services and programs a public library offers
to its citizens. , ,

We cannot comment on the writer's criticisms regard-
ing the recreation program--we hope the above clarifies
the library's purposes to Its patrons.

LOITERING

The bottle throwing
around the school has'been
stopped, according to May-
or Schultz, and the police
have orders to. pick up any
one loitering In the vicinity
of the schools. He also
ordered the City Clerk to
write a letter to the Board
of Education advising them
that new can-dispensing
machines nave been placed
in the City Hall. He also
urged every one to make
use of the new litter bas-
kets placed around town In
order to keep the city clean
and beautiful.

The anti-loiterlng and
eleven o'clock curfew or-
dinance, recently passed,
will be rigidly enforced,
says Schultz, and, "The
police are doing an excel-
lent job."

forthcoming and he asks
for patience and under-
standing on the part of the.

He
also aBked for the City
Clerk to set up a Joint
meeting with the City En-
gineers and Board of Pub-
lic Works of Sayreville and
South Amboy in order to
expedite the new water tank
for both communities.

Federal Tax Facts
Before leaving the United

States, aliens must secure
certificates of compliance
from die Internal Revenue
Service. These certificates
commonly called "Sailing
P e r m i t s " a.re available
from all major Internal
Revenue Service offices in
New Jersey.
Aliens should apply for

their tax clearance four
weeks before the date oil
their departure, says Jo-
seph M, Shotz, District Di-
rector of Internal Revenue
for New Jersey. Those who
wait until the last minute
sometimes find that they
cannot furnish the required
Information before their
planned flight or sailing
time.

I n d i v i d u a l s request-
ing Sailing Permits should
appear in person at their
nearest IRS office with
copies of their Federal In-
come tax return for 1964
and 1965, a& well as a
statement of income and
expenses for 1966. They
should aso bring pass-
ports and re-entry per-
mits.
Aliens with the required

information do not have to
wait long. Procedures are
simple for those aliens
planning short visits to
other countries.
All tax Information need-

ed by aliens including de-
tailed requirements for ob-
taining Sailing Permits is
included in a booklet, U.S.
Tax Guide for Aliens. This
guide, Document No. 5589,
is available from any IRS
office.
Answers to questions on

Sailing Permits may be
obtained from any local
office. The telephone num-
ber for the Alien Clear-
ance Clerk In the Newark
D i s t r i c t Office Is (201)
645-3867.

High Blood Pressure
Cause of Many Ills
"What you don't know

won't hurt you", may be
the case for many things
but it should definitely not
be the case of your blood
pressure warns Or. Paul
B. Jennings,- president of
me Middlesex County Heart
Association. It could be
creeping up quietly without
your being aware of it,
unless you have had it
checked by a doctor re-
cently, Dr. Jennings said.
Not only can hypertension

(the medical term for high
blood pressure) do serious
damage to blood vessels,
heart and kidneys; it also
considerably Increases the
patient's risk .of developing
coronary heart disease.

A s c a n t 15 years ago,
[.there was relatively little

physicians could do to mo-
dify the course of hyperten-
sion. Since that time mo-
dern medicine has achieved
one of its most dramatic
successes. Statistics show
between 1950 and 1962, the
death rate from hyperten-
sion droppKT 52 per cent
among middle-aged Ame-
rican men and women (ages
45-64).

The "secret weapon" <̂ n
the successful counter--
attack on hypertension is
several potent new drugs
which singly, or in various
combinations, can bring
down high blood pressure
and keep it down—IF the
disease is detected and
treated early.

Because high blood pres-
sure can encroach arid ad-
vance without producing
any warning symptoms, the
importance of regular phy-
sical examinations cannot
be stressed to often, Or.
Jennings notes. Regular
physical examination will
bring high blood pressure
to light.

In a fraction of cases,
diagnosis f o l l o w e d by
workup may lead to dis-
covery of a specific cause,
which can often be correct-
ed. In the majority of cases
(those with "essential" hy-
pertension, meaning that
no specific cause can be
identified) early treatment
can be instituted to re-
verse the course of the
disease before serious
damage has been done.

The new .pressure-lower-
ing drugs are only a part
of the attack on hyperten-
sion. Other measures to
c o n t r o l blood pressure
include;

Reduc t ion of excess
weight, since overweight
aggrevates the condition
and the risk of heart at-
tack;

Cessation of cigarette
smoking, because smoking
just one or two cigarettes
brings an immediate rise
in blood pressure; also
smoking Is an added co-
ronary risk factor;

In suitable cases, reduc-
tion of salt intake in the
diet, if -.the doctor, pre-
scribes it.

You and your doctor can
work together now to con-
trol your blood pressure
and reduce your risk of
hav ing a heart attack.
Meanwhile, scientists all
over the world are work-
ing to discover and eli-
minate the underlying
causes of all cardiovascu-
lar disease. Until they do,
Dr. Jennings urges, give
yourself a head start in
heading off heart attacks.
