LISTS DANGERS OF INSECTICIDES
Few users of insecticides

realize that what poisons
the bugs can also poison
people.

This. word of caution
comes from the New Jer-
sey State Safety Council.
Some of the strongest in-

secticides weje developed
during World War II as a
nerve gas. Chemists have
done their best to make
these organic compounds
as toxic to insects and as
harmless to humans as
possible, but they could not
eliminate all the risk or
the chemicals would be in-
effective and worthless.

These organic phos-
phorous compounds are not
merchandised for home
use, although less toxic
organic phosphates, such
as malathion, • are sold to
gardeners.

Pesticides most common-
ly used in gardens and
homes are the chlorinated
hydrocarbons, including
DDT, which are compara-
tively low on the toxicity
scale. However, warns the
Council, these too are ca-
pable of bringing on severe
poisoning and death.
Accidental ingestion ac-

counts for by far the great-
est number of deaths from
pesticides, and there is a
long list of fatal accidents
in which young children
found and ate ,a variety
of poisons.

"A large concentrated
dose of insecticide Is not
necessary to poison you."
George G. Traver, Execu-
tive Vice President of the
Council, points out. "Small
intakes of the chemicals
over a period of time can
cause extreme damage and
perhaps bring on a long
debilitating slckhesB af-
fecting blood, liver or kid-
neyi/*

Despite the hazards of
pesticides, they are neces-
sary and the homeowner
can ui« them with safety
if he follows appropriate
precaution*.

Riad and follow directions
on th« label.
Don't spray food or food

containers.
Don't put insecticides on

children's furniture or be-
longings.
Avoid Inhaling sprays or

dusts as much as possible.
Keep insecticides from

touching your skin.
Wash your hands after

using any insecticides. -
Store insecticides as you

would any other poison.
Dispose of empty contain-

ers where children can't
find them.
If you suspect poisoning,

call the doctor.
