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Beard Says 'No’’ Again To Lapin

_ In another te-vote deci-
sion, the Board of Public
Works again turned down
Mr. Ben Lapin’s request
for a multi-unit apartment
house on Feltus St. Voting
for the request were Com-
missioners Sullivan, Dug-
gan, and Tarallo. Voting
against it were Commis-~
sioners Halmi, Vail and
Stolce.

This, 1is the second time
the Lapin application has

been denied because of a
tie vote. At last month’s
meeting the absence of
Vafl and the abatention of
vote by Duggan resuited
in a de vote causing a de-
nial to the permit. At laat
Tuesday’s meeting Duggan
explained his reason for
passing his vote, ‘“‘Due to
the confugion that accom-

_panied the presentation of
the motion, [ abstained
from voting 80 that
we would not be reversedor
critized in the New Bruns-
wick  Courts.” “Since
then,”” contdnued Duggan,
“l have received the ad-
vice of counsel and tonight
I am voting for 1his build-
1ns’lo
Before voting, the Board
asked if elther Mr. Lapin
or his attorney, Mr. George
Kresa, would care to ad-
dregg the Board, Kress
opened his remarks by giv-
ing a short summary of the
history - of the Lapin ap-
plication that was first sub-
mitted in January of 1966,
“Since this date,”’ gaid
Kress, ‘‘We have hadthree
public hearings and all the
data is inthisbuillding. City
Hall has a complete record
.of all the faces and tigures
pertaining to the actual
-construction of this pro-
posed building. The Board
of Adjustment has approved

and you people have asked
us to reduce our original
request from 38to 26 units,

We have done this and

3rd m be read, and
after refreshing his memo-
ry, he asked Lapin, “‘Is
each apartment separated
by a cinder block wall?”’
Lapin replied, ‘’No, it is
of frame construction, but
whatever the state law is
pertaining to firewalls, we
will adhere 10 {t.” Mr,
Lapin continued, ‘I amgo-
ing to own this building.l
am not going to build and
sell. I\have nothing to be
ashamed\ of concerning my
previous ~ building enter-
prises in Somth Amboy and
this $200,0(n. apartment
dwelling will be a great
asset to this town.” '

After the vote was taken,
Duggan remarked, ‘‘As of
now, this is a dead {ssue.”’
