SYNTHETIC FOODS WILL
BOOST AGRICULTURE

Synthetic foods such as
man-made ham and chicken
which science promises in
the near future will in-
crease, rather than de-
crease, the need for farm
products, according to Dr.
John L. Gerwig, director
of the Cooperative Exten-
sion Service of Rutgers
University.

Dr. Gerwig predicted a
bright future for agricul-
ture when he addressed the
ninth annual Northeastern
Fertilizer Conference In
Atlantic City this morning.

He said developments
such as fabricated ham and
chicken and other foods,
which he described as
"hard to detect from the
real thing," will have far
reaching effects ontheferr
tilizer industry because the
synthetic foods are made
from plants.
"American agriculture is

emerging into a position of
importance which it has
perhaps never before en-
joyed except during the
world wars ," he said.
"There is a new era ahead
with almost unlimited need
for the products of Ameri-
can farms and ranches."

He predicted that in-
creased production will not
come f r o m cultivating
more land as it has in
other years, but said that
fertilizer, along. with all
the o t h e r management
tools, will bring increas-
ing production on our
present acreage. '

Certain truck, truct-trac-
tor, and bus owners must
file Form 2290 and pay a
yearly highway use tax on
or before the last day of
the month following the
month in which the vehi-
cle is first used in the
tax year. The tax year
begins on July. 1 and runs
through the following June
30.
