SCHOOL REPAIRS DUE TO VANDALISM ARE
COSTING THE TAXPAYER MONEY

Within a period of two weeks, the Board of Education
has reported continued vandalism on the school plant
_on John St. Last year, repairs causednby vandalism
cost some $4000.; during September, with school only
in its 4th week, repairs to the roof and replacing
1ids on ventilators has been estimated at $700.
- According to school officials, the monies spent for
repairs would have been better employed to supply an
audio-visual aid system for the school, purchase books
or ndeded equipment.

PublMic appeals. to parents, for it is assumed that
most damage is done by students, have gone unheeded.
In desperation, the Board of Education is advertising
thar it will file charges against anyone destructing
school property.

We arc appalled that so many people, so many
taxpayers, jst ‘‘don’t care”. I1f a child were found
ripping up shrubbery or tearing shingles off a private
home, we are sure the,ogy_would be ‘ond and clear
and the ‘culprits caught ahd prosecuted. However, a
public property, belonging to all the people of a com-
munity, seems to be unimportant. The damage is done
but the culprits are never known.
