According to health -tn-
flpector Vona. a majority
at the September 19 meet-
ing desired the formation
of a county health board.
Even larger communities
such as Perth Amboy and
Edison, Vona said, who al-
ready have their own health
services, were in favor
of a county board.

Federal funds will be, al-
located "on the basis of
need, not on size", Vona
slad, "and would enable
South Amboy to set up a
baby keep well system, a
more diversified school
health program, and a
more e x t e n s i v e veneral
disease program."

Vona said the city would
get "four or five times as
much fttnds" as a larger
community because South
Amboy lacks a baby clinic
and other such servives.
He also stressed the need
for a clinic to treat dia-
betics.

Vona favored the county
plan over partnership with
a larger community be-
cause he said a small com-
munity such as South Am-
boy would get the short
end of services used In
common with its much big-
ger partner.

Another point In favor of
the county plan, according
to Vona, is that the local
board of health will re-
main "intact," and will
be able to carry but its
own program, while bene-
f i t t lng from the help
of county health officials.

The board agreed tc write
Immediately to the state
declaring Itself in favor of
the county- plan.

Municipalities must file
application to Join a county
board by October 15.

GARDEN STATE ARTS CENTER

The Garden State Arts
Center, was rising from the
ground at Telegraph Hill
Park today as construction
crews set the stage for
erecting the eight columns
of its grand amphitheater.

The Arts Center, being
bui l t at the picturesque
park area here along the
Garden State Parkway, is
scheduled to open for pre-
view performances late irt
August of next year.

Progress toward that
opening was advanced dur-
ing the past Summer with
.the preparation of the site
and purlng of the massive
concrete footings for the
eight columns to support
the amphitheater's cantl-
levered roof. Ground was
broken for the Center con-
struction last May 2.

Designed by famed archi-
tect Edward Durell Stone,
the Arts Center facilities
will feature the unique
open-sided amphitheater
providing covered seating
for 4,800 persons with a
surrounding lawn, to ac-
commodate another 5,000
under the sun or stars.

The New Jersey Highway
Authority, which operates
the Parfway, is building
the cultural-recreational
center as an adjunct of the
toll road. It acquired the
Telegraph Hill roadside
area under legislative au-
thorization at the outset of
the Parkway project in 1953
for such development to
promote " the public health
and welfare,"

The construction forces
are now moving to install
the gear-tooth fluted col-
umns which will reach to
the varying heights of from
27 feet to 40 feet above
the amphitheater's ground
level. The amphitheater
setting will be in a land-
scaped bowl amid vast
greenery.

Each of the amphithea-
ter's eight columns will
have a diameter of about
six feet, but be hollow be-
neath a surface thickness
of white concrete to house
out of view such operating
needs as loudspeakers,
floodlights and utility lines.
Access ladders will be pro-
vided within the columns.

Walls have been poured
for the underground toilets
at the site, and foundation
work was also well along
for the stagehouse and
stage designed to hold a
full 100-piece symphony
orchestra. The amphithea-
ter is planned to serve all
forms of the performing
arts.

Parking areas for more
than 2,000 vehicles, re-
freshment facilities, a
mirror pool and landscaped
malls are included in the
overall design of the
