Olsen had an uphill bat-
tle from the start when he
_necded a write-in vote to
get his name on the elec-
tion ballot. The Republi-
can Organization failed to
submit a siate of candi-
rimary. Ol-
sen then announced his in-
tent to take on Schultz but
failed to attract a full slate
of council candidates. Only
Bradley was willing to join
Olaen’s ticket.
