Questions Asked and Answered

The Board of Education’s
meeting room got a little
crowded and noisy on Mon-
day night as 10 parents, 1
teacher and 2 reporters
were among the spectators.

Included in Superintendent
Eugene Dobrzynski’s
statements was a report
from Elementary S 1
Principal Joseph Mabey
ouflining the new reading
program inidated in the
grade school. The report
wag read in fullinexplana-
.tion to a letter that had been
written by a parent to the
CITIZEN a few weeks ago
in which the parent had been
upset because her child
was not permitted to
take his reading book off
school premises. Mr.
Mabey’s report stated that
in any given grade, and he
used the second grade as
an example, not all stu-
dents fread on the same
level, Some will be reading
on a third grade level, some
on a second grade level,
and some on a first grade
level, In order to best de~
velop the individual stu-
dent's read:lngabmuea, the
report added, each child
uses & book at his level.
This 18 widely done based
on a recommendation done
on a nation-wide level by

sultants. Since a class is

ond grade level readers
divided into 2 groups of §
readers each, making a
total of 4 reading groups.
The report stressed that
there 18 a textbook avafl-
able for each studentinany
given reading group. Addi-
tional copies of Mr,
Mabey’s report are avail-
able and parents may re-
quest them from thelr
children’s teachers.

One of the spectators,
Mrs. Dolores Sieke, whd
identified herself as the
letter-writing parent, said
that she was in disagree-
ment with this new read-
ing system and that she
would like her child to be
able to take his reader
home. She then verbally
requested that the Board
allow her child to do so.
She said, if necessary, she

- would put her request into
writtenn form.

Mr. Dobrzynski then
asked that ‘she see Mr.
Mabey so that the entire
reading system could be’
further explained to her.
At the suggestion of Fred-
erick Reese, board vice-
president who conducted
the meeting in the absence
of President Mrs. Howard
Ervin, Mrs, Sieke said she
would do so but that she
would stll like to have
the reader. taken out of
school.

"Also present at the meet-
ing was Mrs. Arlene Bii-
lch, president of the PTA,
