POLICE NAB SUSPECT

Accused of murdering

Mrs. Katherine DeSantis is
Ronmald A. Smith who was
convicted of robbing hér
tavern beck in 1964 and
was sent to fail. He s
back in jail today, accused
of ber murder. .

Smith was arraigned at
4:30 p.m. Tuesday before
Middlesex County Criminxl
Court Judge John B, Molin-
eux on the charge that he
beat Mrs. DeSantis on Oc-
tober 1% in a back room
of her tavern at 209 First
St., South Amboy. She died
on November 24, Thanks-
‘giving Day, at the Perth

mboy General Hospital.

An autopsy performed by
Dr. William C, Wilentz,
County Medical Examiner,
disclosed that her death
was caused by multiple
bruises on her head, arms
and legas and by kidney
failure. . :

County detectives had
been oo for Smith who
Mved In chen even

before Mrs. DeSantis dled.
He had failed to appear in
County Criminal Court on
November 21 to enter a
plea on-a burglary charge.
A telephone tip led author-
ities to an apartment in
Perth Amboy.

County Detective James
G, Caffrey and Detective
John T, an who had
been investigating the kill-
ing, arranged. with Perth
Amboy police to surround
the apartmentabout 10a.m.
Tuesday. Perth Amboy Po-
‘lice Chief Paul Jankovich
assigned a team of officers
on the job. These included
Lt. James Breef, Det. John
Sabo, Adolph Bratyanski,
Charles Nelson and John
Korodan and Ptl. Michael
Bonczek. After police sur-
rounded the apartment
building at 184 Grant St.,
Caffrey and Duggan carry-
ing an arrest warrant, en-

She was admitted to the

Investigators said nmhlng+

appeared to have been taken
from Mrs, DeSantis’ apart-
ment -over the tavern, but
that apparently some
money was missing from

the tavern, She had o
srated the tavern gince t
death of her husband, John.

Mrs. DeSantis was sur-
vived by one brother, Paul
Fijarczyk of Toronto,
Canada.

Funeral services were
held for Mrs. DeSantis on
Monday from The Gundrum
Service Home for Funerals
followed by a Requiem
Mass at St. Mary’s R, ¢,
Church, South Amboy. In-
terment was heid in Fair-
mount Cemetery, Newark,
