HEALTH PLANNING
COUNCIL INCORPORATED

A health facilities plan-
ning council designed to
develop an orderly dis-
tribution to all health fa-
cilities in Middlesex, Som-
erset and parts of Union
Counties has been in-
corporated, according to a
statement released today
by Mr. Edward Blaufuss,
the council's first presi-
dent.

Called "The Central Jer-
sey Regional Health Facili-
ties Planning Council", the
planning group consists of
hospital trustees and ad-
ministrators, members of
public and private health
agencies and community
representatives. Its or-
ganization is the result of
two years of meetings and
study by the parties in-
volved.

The aims of the council
are specified under ten
headings in the certificate
of Incorporation and in-
clude concern with pro-
jected population, coopera-
tion among Ind iv idua l
health agencies, construc-
tion of needed health facili-
ties on a sound, p lanned
basis and the discourage-
ment of construction were
not conforming to commu-
nity needB, the avoidance of
duplication of certain ex-
pensive health services and
the correction of defi-
clences In existing serv-
ices. The council also will
concern itself with the
maintaining and improving
of the quality of patient
care as economically as
possible.
Mr. Paige D. L'Hom-

medieu, president of Health
Facilities Planning Council
for New Jersey said of the
group, "A Regional Health
Facilities Planning Council
studies the hospital and
r e l a t e d health facility
needs of an area and re-
lates these needs to what
is available. Such studies
show up deficiences and
encourage corrections.
Another accomplishment is
to focus attention on pro-
posed projects that are
either not needed or may
be costly duplications of
existing services that are
adequate for the area. I
think the formation of a
regional council in this
area is a most construc-
tive step, composed as it
is of knowledgeable citi-
zens who know what we
need and what we have."

He says that New
Jersey poinsettla growers
are turning out a quarter-
million plants this year,
all designed to fit every
taste and need.

Usually they group three
or more plants in a single
pot. This produces large
bracts (the showy part*
usually called "flowers").
Such a plant has a rather
formal appearance.

Sometimes growers re-
move the growing tips of
their plants to make more
branches with somewhat
smaller bracts. The result
Is an informal plant that
many prefer.

BETTER AND BETTER
Growers are also making

use of information and ex-
perience turned up in re-
search at Rutgers and other
universities in growth re-
tardant chemicals. These
enable growers to produce
well proportioned plants
with large bracts.
