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FORMER MAYOR
CHARMELLO KILLED

Former Mayor Joseph J.
Charmetlo, 49, of 9 Con-
logue Ave., South Amboy,
was fatally injured Tues-
day at the DuPont Photo
Products plant in Parlin
along with another work-
man, Kenneth Balley, 46,
of 18 Minnisink Ave.,
Sayreville, -

Charmello, a general la-
bor foreman, and Bafley,
a laborer, were employed
by the Wallace J, Wiick

Construction Co. of Perth!

Amboy. They were install-
ing a 36-inch drainage pipe
at the plant when the acci-
dent occurred.

The accident took place
shortly after 2:15 p.m,

Balley was dead on arri-
val at the Perth Amboy
General Hospital. Char-
mello died of internal in-
juries at 5:25 p.m,

Police described the pre-
Christmas tragedy in this
manner:

Charmello and Balley
were in a trench above
which a back-hoe machiné;
suspended a pipe sectioh.
Suddenly, the machine ran
forward out of control,
sliding on the snow-
covered ground and drop-

" ping the cast iron section
into the excavation, The
pipe amashed into a bulk-
head, knocking over a 12
foot high concrete manhole,
consisting of three sections
of 36-inch reinforced con-
crete pipe, which crushed
the two men. The weight.
was estimated at 1,000
pounds, ,

John Butler, Jr., 30, of
Georges Road, Deans, who
was identified as the back-
hoe operator, escaped in-
jury, but was placed under
doctor’s care. He was suf-

'fering from shock,

The tractor-type vehicle,
which toppled partly into
the ditch, was owned by
Fred C. Weller and Son
of Millcown,

The victima were trans-
ported to the Perth Amboy
General Hoepital by the
Sayreville Emergency.
Squad. Detective Stanley
Swider invesatigated.

Mr, Charmello served
South Amboy city govern-
ment for 13 years. He was
a councilman from 1951 to
1956 before being elected
mayor. He served as Mayor
of South Amboy for four
terms. A Republican in a
Democratic area, he, ne-
vertheless, won reelection
by large pluralities.

A native of South Amboy,
Charmello graduated from
St. Mary's Grammar and
High Schools. He played
semi-pro baseball and re-
ceived try-outs with thg

In & letter to the Board
of Education, the propoeed
salary aschedule for 1967
was accepted by the South
Amboy Education Associa-~
tiom.

The new starting salary
of $5800. on a bachelor of
arts level will show an in-
crease of $400. over the
present starting salary,
The maximum on this level,
reached in 13 steps as on
all other levels, will be
$0400. The starting salary
for a bachelor of arts
degree plus 30 credits will
be $6100. with a maximum
of $9700; a masters ﬂm
will start at $6200, with a
maximum of $9800.; a mas~
ters degree plus 30credits
will start at $6300, with a
maximum of $10,100, and
a doctorate will start at
$6800. with a maximum of
$10,400.
