Reilly told the Board that

the city had planned to make
a study of the cost of join-
ing the Middlesex County
Sewerage Authority versus
the cost of building a sec-
ondary treatment plaflf so
that South Amboy would be
able to meet the require-
ments of the State Board
of Health.

Learning ,that the cost of
tying in the sewer system
of the city with the Author-
ity is being studied by the
Authority, and that these
results will be known at
the end of January, the
city is faced with only the
problem of estimating the
cost of the new secondary
plant, and then comparing
prices.

BOARD BROUGHT
UP-TO-DATE ON

WATER STORAGE TANK
Reilly also brought the

Board up to date on the
latest developments in the
proposed mutual w a t e r
storage tank between this
city and the Borough of
Sayreville.

This tank, which will be
located on outer Raritan
St., will hold 5,000,000gal-
lons. This figure was de-
rived at when the Federal
Government discovered
that separately, both com-
munities were preparing to
ask for Federal aid to build
two tanks, a one million
gallon tank for South Am-
boy and a five million gal-
lon tank for Sayreville.
Under the joint project,

Sayreville will issue bonds
for the total cost of both
communities, and South
Amboy will pay Sayreville
about $28,000 in cash and
the remainder of the
$112,000, which is South
Amboy's cost, will be paid
by selling about $7,000
worth of water to Sayre-
ville each year.

LAND PURCHASED

Reilly concluded his re-
marks by stating that the
city has purchased land
next to the Sewage Treat-
ment Plant on Kosewell
St. in case the city goes
into the building of a sec-
ondary sewage plant,

Thanks to today's modern frozen food industry, many of our
iavonte fruits are available all year at food stores throughout
the country Once restricted to brief seasons, they now can be
enjoyed at any time at economical prices.

One excellent way to serve frozen fruit is in this delicious
Viennese torte. The dessert is foolproof, easy to assemble and
outstandingly good. Frozen raspberries are suggested in the
recipe, but other frozen fruits such as strawberries, blueberries,
peaches or mixed fruits may be substituted.

RASPBERRY TORTE
S eggs, separated
I teaspoon salt
1 cup sugar
1 teaspoon vanilla extract
1 cup zwiebach crumbs
1 cup grated blanched almonds
1 teaspoon baking powder
2 packages ( 10 ounces each ) frozen

raspberries
I pint heavy cream

Seat egg whites with salt until stjfi bu! not dry. Beat egg yolks
with vanilla until thick and lemon colored. Gradually beat in
sugar. 2 tablespoons at a time. Gradually fold in beaten egg
whites, zwiebach crumbs, almonds and baking powder.

Divide batter equally between two prepared 9-inch layer cake
pans (first grease bottoms, line with wax paper and grease
again ) Bake in preheated moderate oven ( 350'F. ) 20 to 25 min
utes. or until deeply browned and cake springs back when
lightly touched Cool layers in pans placed on wire racks for 5
minutes. With sharp knife, cut cuke away from sides of pans
Turn out on racks Remove wax paper. Cool thoroughly

When ready to assemble totte, cut each layer crosswise into
two layers. Defrost raspberries. As soon as they can be sepa
raled. place about n dozen bpriips in n small dish and return to
freezer loi later use as garnish

Thoroughly droin defrosted raspberries Whip cream until
stiri, ihen gently lold in drained berries. Spioad mixtures be
Iwwn torts layers and on 4op. Garnish with reserved Irown ber-
ries. To serve, cut into, wedges and accompany with remaining
whipped berry mixture ,
