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MAYOR AND COUNCIL LASH
OUT AT VARIANCE BOARD

In a slashing attack at
the Variance Board, the
Mayor and all the Council-
men let it be known in no
uncertain terms that they
do not approve of the pro-
posed apartments on Rose-
well St., between Henry and
John Streets.

Councilman John Connors
spearheaded the assault by
stating that he was very
much surprised when he
heard of the decision, by
the Board of Adjustment,
to approve the application
for these 18 units.

‘““This is a breech of faith
on the part of the Board
of Adjustment’’, said Con-
nors. ‘‘They should be
called before the Council
to explain why they broke
the moratorium that has
been in force, denying any-
more apartments in South
Ambdy. Last week’s issue
of the CITIZEN stated that
there were no councilmen
at the hearing when the
Board okayed this vari-
ance. This is true. We
were not there because we
didn’c chink that the Board
would break faith, the way
they did. I can’tunderstand
how a Board can over-ride
the feelings of the Coun-
cil, the Board of Public
Works and the people of
South Amboy,”’

Councilman Rush joined in
with Connors saying, 1
go along with Councilman
Connors. We take them (the
Board) at their word, and
look what happens. Who can
we trust? When c¢an we
trust?”

Councilman John Howley
and President of the Coun-
cil Fred Henry, pointed out
the dangers of an open
drainage ditch that runs
about 35 feet from the front
of the proposed buildings
and asked that the city
attorney Mr, John Mullane
look into the possibility of
holding up on the project
until the burden of respon-
sibility be established.

Mayor Richard Schuliz
also voiced his objections
to the apartments stating
that the potential residents
of these units should be
forewarned of the dangers
of flooding and odors. ‘ The
irony of it all is the fact
that when these people are
unhappy with the conditions
they won’t call the Board
responsible for this mess,
they’ll call the Mayor and
Councilmen®”, commented
Schultz.,

Quoting from a letter to

the Planning Board dated
Feb, 28, 1967 from the
Board of Adjustment and
signed by Mr. Joseph Sut~
1iff Chairman, the mor-
atorium should be placed
on all applicants forapart-
ments to allow South Am-
boy time to digest this
large expansion of dwell-
ing units ranging from 4
to 26, 44 in all.”

The letter went on to
state that they, the Board,
realized that several prob-
lems would ensue, namely,
parking, snow removal,
