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PROPOSED CURRICULUM CHANGES
MADE BY TEACHERS' COMMITTEE

Although funds are not al-
lotted in the adopted school
budget for 1967-68, pro-
posed curriculum changes
for Hoffman High School
made by a teachers* com-
mittee were. strongly
recommended for imme-
diate adoption by Superin-
tendent Eugene S.Dobrzyn-
ski at last night's board of
education meeting. *

The major change sug-
gested, in what was called
a "remarkable and long-
time coming as well as a
good step forward edu-
cationally" report by vice
president Frederic Reese,
was' that a General Course
of studies be implemented
and that Spanish and Music
be added to the current
curricula.
At present, public high

school students are offered
two courses of study: com-
mercial and college pre-
paratory. The third course
of studies, a g e n e r a l
course, would provide a
broad, general education
for students requiring a
high school diploma but
who are undecided on
whether or not they will
continue further education.

The main proposals made
by the teachers were the
development of a third dis-
tinct studies area to be
called "general"; an ex-
pansion of the present
language program in all
courses; an expansion of
the present language pro-
gram in the college pre-
paratory course; an ex-
pansion of facilities in the
commercial department;
and addition of music to the
curriculum for all stu-
dents.

They also proposed that to
implement the proposals
minimally, 20 typewriters
be purchased and room
provided for their use; of-
fice machines such as dup-
licators, comptometers,
cash registers, etc. be pur-
chased for use by the busi-
ness department; a teacher

be hired to teach Spanish;
and a teacher be hired to
teach Music.
No action, other than to

meet with the teachers'
committee, was taken by
the board, pending an in-
formal meeting with the
mayor and council, but all
members wereventhusias-
tic in praise^*of the teach-
ers* work.

Comprising the curricu-
lum committee were High
School Principal J a m e s
Croddick, chairman; John
Oleyar, English* George
Mahoney, History; Michael
Poll, mathematics; John
Z d a n e w i c z , science;
Emille Tilleman, language;
Mrs. Miriam Hollfelder,
guidance; and Mrs. Elnora
Dexheimer, business edu-
cation.

Purchases Approved

On the recommendation
of Supt. Dobrzynski, the
board approved the pur-
chase of a new refrigera-
tor from Frank's Elec-
trical Supply for the
domestic arts room at a
cost of $285 to replace one
that had become inopera-
tive.
In connection with re-

placing outdated equip-
ment, Mr. Reese suggested
the board consider replac-
ing one outdated item on
an annual basis so that all
equipment would be in top
condition for use by stu-
dents.
The superintendent was

also asked to check prices
on ditto and mimeograph-
ing machines for use in the
business department, and
he will get estimates on
installing a light and ex-
haust fan in the art depart-
ment.
Applications for janitorial

positions were received
from Harry Barna and Rob-
ert Hackett, Mr. Barna in
the elementary school and

BOARD OF EDUCATION ADOPTS BUDGET
While reflecting an ex-

pected increase in school
tax levy in the amount of
$62,002.51, the proposed'
school budget for 1967-68
adopted last night by the
board of education also
shows an estimated in-
crease in state aid in the
amount of $24,293.

The tojal budget amounts
to $520,621 as compared
to last year's total of
$434,325.49. Estimated
state aid will amount to
$89,404 compared to last

-year-V total of-$6^14-1 s<»
that the amount to be re-
quested from the Board of
School Estimate will be
$431,217 compared to last
year's total of $369,214.49.
Areas that show a sharp

increase in costs are stu-
dent tuition and transporta-
tion and teachers' salaries,
the latter due to the ap-
proved increases in start-
ing salaries and incre-
ments for 1967-68, as well

as salaries of additional
teachers necessitated by
split sessions In the ele-
mentary school. Costs in
pupil transportation have
risen to $18,000 from last
year's $15,000 and tuition
costs to $20,000 from
$14,000. These are fixed
costs involved in trans-
porting children who must
be sent out of the school
district. It is now man-
datory under Chapter 29,
Public Law of 1966, ef-
fective July 1, 1966, that
appropriate educational
programs be provided for
all handicapped children.

The Increase in salaries
has risen from $237,600
to $283,050. Included in
this amount also are sal-
aries for substitutes and
bedside teachers and the
addition of 4 1/2 teach-
ers and a teacher to re-
place Mr. Mabey.

Since a new elementary
principal, Joseph Mabey,
was hired this past year,
there is an increase in
principals* salaries from
$9,900 to $20,220, reflect-
ing both his salary and that
of High School Principal
James Croddick.

I he budget goes to the
Board of School Estimate
on February 8 at 8 p.m.
in City Hall at which time
the public hearing on its
adoption will also be held.

Accreditation Issued by the
Joint Commission on Ac-
creditation of Hospitals', -

The report was received
after a survey done by
Edward F. Zimmerman,
MD., of the Commission,
and is for a three year
period or until a subse-
quent survey is made. The
Commission is comprised
of members of the Amer-
ican College of Physicians,
the American College of
Surgeons, the American
Hospital Association and
the American Medica l
Association.

In their report, Mrs*
Miller was notified that the
Commiss ion "com-
mends the hospital for
maintaining standards de-
serving of accreditation
and for the constant effort
to improve the quality of
patient care."
To the layman, hospltaj,

accreditation means that a
hospital has earned the
right to display the sym-
bol Indicating high stand-
ards of patient care by
maintaining a well-run,
well-organized, welfr-
equipped and well-staffed
plant. Accreditation takes
into consideration the peo-
ple available for service
to patients: the physicians,
the nurses and administra-
tive personnel. Accredita-
tion is the yardstick used
to measure the success
with which the people
involved handle various ac-
tivities and the philosophy
behind accreditation is to
look at the hospital from
the patient's viewpoint—
to safeguard the patient's
life and health.
Hospital accreditation is

sought on a voluntary basis
and individual hospitals
must meet p r e s c r i b e d
standards set by the Com-
mission to receive a cer-
tificate. It is the outgrowth
of an accreditation pro-
gram started in 1918 by
the American College of
Surgeons. When the work
became increasingly large
for on organization to
handle, the Joint Commis-
sion was formed In 1952.
Among the prescribed

standards that must be met
for continued accreditation
are a physical plant that is
safe and sound, good
facilities and equipment,
Special hospital services
and a medical library. An
accredited, hospital is also
required to have a compe-
tent, qualified medical
staff, a well-trained nurs-
ing staff and adequate hos-
pital personnel.
In receiving its certifi-

cate, The South Amboy
Memorial hospital met
these standards.

Mealtimes should he planned
.so that preparations are begun
on time. Hungry youngsters are
more likely to reach for non-food
items to eat. The result can be
accidental poisoning.

Major tasks such as the laun-
dry, a thorough house cleaning,
preparing for a party, or caring
for a sick member of the family,
should be scheduled so that other
members of I he family uru nut
neglected.

Must accidents to small chil-
dren happen when there is no
supervision.
