Researchers in the drug
i n d u s t r y have isolated
5,000 antibiotics, but only
17 of them have proved of
sufficient value to be made
available to physicians, a
representative of a phar-
rn.flceutlcal rnpqpany ^airi
here today.

William P. Waltsak of
American Gyanamid Com-
pany's Lederle Labora-
tories, noted that "that's
not much of a batting aver-
age, but consider the num-
ber of lives these 17 have
saved."
He said the research

which produced the life-
saving antibiotics has also
helped add 22 years to the
average American Ufespan
since 1900, and has helped
physician's save the liveB
of some three million
Americans in the past 20
years.
In his discussion of " The

Rewards of Research,"
Mr. Waltsak said that for
every useful drug product
that reaches a phar-
macist's shelf, more than
2,000 compounds are tested
and discarded.
"Sehipd every new-^irug

that reaches your phar-
macy, we estimate that the

industry has spent some
$6 million in research and
development costs."
He said in the single year

of 1963 the pharmaceutical
industry invested about
$257 million in research,
an aaoznmat mm spent in
the hope of giving your phy-
sicians better drugs to
work with.
Stressing the importance

of research, the speaker
said that the progress of
recent years is mainly due
to the intense competition
"within the drug Industry.

"It is so competitive that
literally overnight a com-
pany can lose a substantial
part of its revenue. If an-
other company comes up
with a better product,
you're just out of luck.
This is a constant strug-
gle."
He said this form of com-

petition directly benefits
the nation, and in fact,
the entire world.
"Our survival depends on

research," he declared.
"We' estimate that within
five years those drugs
wihch today provide two-
thirds of our revenue, will
Jje obsolete, a thought par-
ticularly interesting to
