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State And JCP&L To Survey Land-Fill
The Department of Con-

servation and Economic
Development of the State
of New Jersey, and the
Jersey Central Power and
Light Company will share
the cost of making a feasi-
bility survey of the land-
fill. Air and water pollu-
tion along with borings to
determine whether or not
the fill is suitable for build-
ings will be some of the
phases covered in this sur-
vey.

According to Mayor
,Schultz, the findings of this
study will be available, for
years to come, in the files
at the Hall of Records in
New Brunswick.

Much talk and conjecture
ha8 arisen from recent
newspaper articles, but,
Schultz emphasized that
everything is sail talk and
that there has been no defi-
nite action of any nature
whatsoever regarding she
land-fill.

The council, at Tuesday
night's meeting, gave per-
mission to the Department

of Conservation to repre-
sent South Amboy in its
dealings with the survey
of the land-fill, but this
will in no way bind the city
to any firm commitments
as to the usage of the land.

Three i rees . . .

In the town of South Amboy there are three trees
of a certain species, and, to my knowledge, only
three. They are gowing in three different places
yet all are approximately the same size, full grown

•and of an age of more than one hundred years.
The trees are unusual in that they have been full
grown for a generation and the leaves are not green.
They are a variety (cupra) of the European Beech
(Fagus sylvatica) mentioned in English books, ap-
parently not grown commercially in the United States,

'and called Copper Beech,
Now the question of how these trees came to be

planted has prodded me from time to time and I
speculated that there must have been another parent
tree somewhere up-wlnd which flourished in years
gone by, scattering its seeds along a line extending
for a mile. But the prevailing winds blow just about
perpendicular to this line making the premise un-
reasonable. No, these trees were planted by man
for they are not indigenous to the area and no
specimens were found in any of the surrounding
woods in a lifetime. Also, their locations indicate
design.

The tree I recognized first as a boy ^rows in
the front yard of a house on Main St. The second
tree grows across town in front of Mr. James
Maloney's house on South Pine Ave. The third tree
stands near the top of the hill in Christ Church
cemetery.

It was on a recent walk through the cemetery that
I was given a hint of the history of these three grand
Beeches. The1 tree in the cemetery near the road
which leads to the top of the hill is initialled with
letters that have become distorted with growth of
the huge trunk. It^was while examining these initials
on the gray bark that I looked beyond the tree to
the nearest gravestone up-hill a few yards and read
this name: Treganowan. 1 climbed to the top of the
hill, for there is a beautiful view of the bay and
Staten Island with Sequine Point a full three miles
away. Outlined against the bay there is another
stone with the family name of Kerr, and at the bottom
the words, "Born in Scotland". It was not until later
that I remembered that the house on Main St. once
belonged to Doctor Treganowan, the first mayor
of the City of South Amboy. The" two trees were
evidently planted by the same man and he lies in
the shade of one. But the other on Pine Ave? This
property once belonged to the Kerrs and I specu-*
lated that this fellow Scot must have been a friend
of the doctor-mayor and planted the tree at about
the same time. Later I learned that there was more
of a relationship.

There is an etching by Rembrandt showing three
trees standing together* and beyond a distant land-
scape with the suggestion of a few figures. It is a
simple scene out of which Rembrandt created a
masterful work of great spiritual strength. The three
trees of our town stand far apart but they too remind
us of our beginnings and the men of substance who
planted them.
