Joseph I,
Sergel, V. F., passed away
on Monday, February 27,
1967 at St. Mary's Church
of the Agsumption rectory,
Hackettstown, where he had
served as pastor for nearly
44 years, ,

Although he had been in
failing "health recently, his
death’ came unexpectedly.
He was 75 years of age.

49-YEARS IN

PRIESTHOOD

Msgr, Sergel was in his
49th year of the priest-
hood. He was born Joseph -
Patrick Sergel on July 29,
1891 in South Amboy, the
son of the late Joseph J.
and Nora M, Dooling Ser~
gel. He was graduated from
St. Mary' s Parochial
School, South Arypoy, and
from St., Charles” College,
Ellicot City, Md., He
received his Bachelor of
Arts degree from Villanova
University, Philadelphia,
in 1915, He continued with
theological studies at Ni-
agara University, Buffalo,
N. Y,, and earned a Mas-
ter of Arts degree there
in 1918, On December 1,
1918 he. was ordailned in
the priesthood at the
Buffalo Cathedral by
Bishop Thomas J. Walshot

The quick actionof a bride
and groom to-be, who will

the cooperation and assist-
ance of the South Amboy
Police Department, are
credited with the saving
of seven young lives, Tues-
day night at 8:20 p.m.,
when a fire broke out in

Looking around, he saw a
red glow in the upstairs
window of the Mesaros’
house, and stopping the car, '
he ran to the front door.
