Pfc, Charles P. Brown Jr.

The War Department in
Washington has announced
that Pfc. Charles P. Brown
Jr., 21-year-old son of Mr.
and Mrs. Charles P, Brown
of A-10 Bay shore Drive,
South Amboy, had been
killed in action in South
Vietnam.
An Army sergeant from

Fort Monmouth Drought the
sad news last Saturday to
the family in the Dohaney
Homes project. He was

killed "somewhtere out-
side of Saigon", said the
sergeant.
"Junior" as he was known

affectionately by his family
and friends, was the first
resident of the "friendly
little city" to be killed in
this conflict. Ffe had been
in Vietnam since August.
He was born in South Am-

boy in 1945 and attended
St. Mary's Grammar and
High Schools. He workedj
at Atlas Marine Fabrica-
tors before entering the,
Army.
He planned to marry af-

ter discharge from the
Army near the end of 1967.

The soldier, who had lived
with his family for a
number of years at the
Dohaney Homes, is surv-
ived by his parents; an
elder brother, John T.; an
elder married sister, Mrs.
Joann Auriemmo, and two
younger sisters, Miss Ruth
Ann and Miss Sarah Marie.

New Zoning Ordinance Discussed
A meeting took place in

the City Hall last night that
perhaps has no parallel in
the history of the City of
South Amboy. The Mayor
and Council, the Board of
Adjustment, the Board of
Public Works, and the
Planning Board, as the host
board, met to discuss the
revrsed Zoning Ordinance
that will be introduced,
hopefully, within the next
three months.

Chairman Donald Reed of

We
Freeholders do not have
any control over the zoning
of your municipalities and
I say to you officials of
Sayreville and South Am-
boy that you have an obliga-
tion to your constituents.
You must keep this
aluminum plant off your
land-fill.. I am convinced
that if it is allowed to
come here, it will poison
your towns. You must stand
up on your two feet and
let it be known that your
people don't want this un-
desirable condition In your
area. It must also be
emphasized that you city
officials must be, at all
times, frank, clear and
honest In all your deal-
ings with the people of your
municipalities. I know that
F r e e h o l d e r s Fay and
Phillips and possibly all
the other members of the
Board feel as I do about
this Issue. We don't have
to panic, but we must keep
our powder dry. I will, if
necessary, stump th i s
county from one end to the
other to carry on the "good
fight".

Adults in good health bet-
ween the ages of 18 and 59
may give blood, although
those between the ages of
18 and 2J need the written
consent of a parent or guar-
dian.

pulse, blood pressure and
hemoglob in checked.
Trained personnel and re-
gistered nurses work at
the blood bank.

EDITORIAL.
Although we heard about it in a round-about-way,

we are pleased to hear that something is finally being
/done about getting a Public Prosecutor In South Amboy.
The CITIZEN has been advocating this for some time,
and we feel that the enthusiastic backing of our police
and prosecutor in their every effort to maintain law
and order, will help stem the rolling and swelling tide
of «ri«e-that seemn toijg.sweeptnglhe: nation. Even in
our own little city, we can see the results of the legal
climate that seems to favor the criminal.

The rights of the criminal are strictly protected,
and they should be, but It seems that nobody, except
law enforcement agencies, has any consideration for
the people's right to public peace, tranqullity, and above
all, freedom from fear.

The FBI, in a recent report, stated that the criminal
is not the nation's No. 1 crime problem these days.
The main offender is the public In their growing lack
of support for the police. The public has allowed,
through indifference, too many handcuffs to be placed
on the police. The public's sympathy seems to lie too
much with the wrong-doer, and not enough with the
wronged.

As stated in the CITIZEN'S editorial of Sept. 1,
1966, the need for a City Prosecutor is made more and
more evident at each weekly court session. Too often
our police and Judges are hamstrung in their efforts to
maintain law and order in our city. Too often we have
witnessed professional people, pounce on the slightest
excuse of a loop-hole, In order to obtain an acquittal
for their clients, who with all other things being equal,
would undoubtably be found guilty, because they were
guilty. A public prosecutor will help to plug these loop-
hole H and thus heTp we, the people, to live In a state of
peace, tranquility, and above all, give to us that wonderful
feeling of freedom from fear.
