Boring Started
For New Well

A letter, from the L.ayne
Company of New York, in-
formed the Board of Public
Works that the boring for
the well to replace #5 well
was started this week.

The estimated cost of the
new well is set at $26,000
and it is hoped to deliver

400 gallons r  minute.
The old well, #5, collapsed
last year,

The regular meetlng of
the Board of Public Works
did not get underway until
8:45 p.m. due to a special
meeting with the insurance
representatives.

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Joint Wafer Tank
_\To Be Completed

By October ' 67

City Engineer Edward
Rejlly told the Board of
Public Works, that barringg
any unforseen delays, the
city of South Amboy and
the Borough of Sayreville
should have their mutual
water tank in operation by
the end of next October,
Rellly gave a brief sum-
mary of the background of
this joint enterprise, a step
leading toward regjonali-

_ zation, to the Board at last

Tuesday night’s meeting.
He explained to the Board
that South Amboy and

i Sayreville, had each ap-
plied for federal funds to

Increase their water stor-
age capacity, and that they
were told that if a joint
application was filed there
would be a better chance
of recelving aid, This was
done, and instead of cost-
ing South Amboy the esti-
mated $225,000, it will cost
only $112,500. This cost
will be met by South Am-
boy putting up $28,000 and
Sayreville financing the
rest, with South Amboy
paying Sayreville over a
period of about 15 years

.with $7,000 worth of water

per year,
The tie-in of the mutual
warer system will come
from the new tank, on Ra-
ritan St., down Raritan St.
to Ridgeway Ave., leaving
a connection for a future
line to extend down to low-
er Main St. This new route
is different from the one
proposed by the previous
Board, but, for the $9,000
difference, all the mem-
bers agreed that it would
be best for any future de-
velopment.
