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SEWAGE PROBLEM FACING CITY
COUNCIL TO CLEAN UP TOWN
The sewage problem, that

was presented to the Board
of Public Worka last week
by City Engine&r Edward
Reilly was discussed,
briefly, by the City Coun-
cil at Tuesday night's
meeting.

The city has until October
30, 1970, to comply with
the new mandatory state
regulations, by using a sec-
ondary treatment plant, or
joining the Middlesex
County Sewerage Au-
thority. As stated by Reilly,
this is a very serious situa-
tion, and even If all the
present conditions are met,
there remains the pos-
sibility of changes being
made that will still leave
our system outmoded by the
time 1970 comes along.

Request New Hearing
A letter from the attorney

for Red's Package Store,
Mr. George Kress, asked
the Council for a new hear-
ing on the charge of selling
alcoholic beverages to a
minor. New evidence is
claimed by the defendant,
and according to law, this
is grounds to re-open the
case.

Chairman John E, Benyei
of the Disabled Vets, John
A. Connors Chapter 67, has
invited the Mayor and
Councilmen to participate
in the Memorial Day
Parade. The parade will
form at the corner of Pine
Ave. and Portia street at
1:30 p.m. Services will also
be held on the grounds of
Christ Church on May 28
at noon.

Four Ordinances Passed
On First Reading

In other business, the
Council passed, on first
reading, four new or-
dinances, published else-
where in this issue of the
CITIZEN. One is for the
purchase of a new truck,
another for the establish-
ment of George St. as a
one way street (between
Stevens Ave, and Broad-
way), the third ordinance
provides for salary ad-
Justments, and the fourth
names Charles Thompson
as Street Commissioner,
replacing Michael Nagle.

When the Council finishes
with its campaign to clean
up South Amboy, you will
think that all the mighty
forces of the television
soap commercials had hit
town.

A complaint from the Mel-
rose Improvement Asso-
ciation, signed by Mr. Rob-
ert M o r g a n , president,
prompted the Council to is-
sue orders to Mr. Charles
Thompson^ the newly ap-
pointed Street Commis-
sioner, to clean up the
debris and garbage that
has been strewn on the
sides of Raritan St, n e a r
lower Main. The owners of
the property involved will
be told to post "No Dump-
ing" signs and the police
department will be given
orders to enforce t h i s
regulation.
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In conjunction with this,
Councilman John Connors^
asked that this same pro-
gram be carried out along
Tower Main St., neaT the
city 'dump. This clean-up,
along with the Mayor's pro-
posal to have this stretch
of roadway lighted up at a
cost of $1,300 per year,
should help to make for a
much nicer approach to
South Amboy.

Mayor Schultz, in his re-
marks to the Council, asked
that plans be made to
assure the youngsters of
South Amboy an Easter Egg
Hunt next year. "Every
town in this area has one,
and there is no reason
why our Recreation Com-
mittee can't do the same for
our children", stated the
Mayor.

The Mayor went on to
join in with the Council
members in their praises
of the Fire Department, the
neighbors, and the Police
Department, especially the
off-duty policemen, in the
remarkable spirit of co-
operation that was evi-
denced at the nearly-disas-
terous fire that gutted the
building at the corner of
Gordon and Feltus St., last
week.
S c h u l t z also recom-

mended to the council that
when the joint meeting of
the Planning Board, the
Variance Board, the Board
of ffJublic Works and the
Council takes place next
month, that the council go
on record favoring 75 X 100
building lots over 50 X 100
lots.

Lawns In Spring

Although fall is the !>esl timr to plant new lawns, it is possible
to achieve our in sprint; hv tilling ami making a line, level seed-
bed before fertilizing and planting seeds. A handy tool for level-
ing the area is a metal dour mat which is given a curd handle
and dragged over the area.

When the weather warms the first thoughts of most gardeners
are of their lawns. How did they survive the winter? What must
be done to bring them to perfection? And, if there is no lawn yet,
how early may one be planted?

Lawns' which were fertilized last fall and cut until grass growth
ceased should need little main- .
tenance this spring. Dead grass
should, of course, be removed.

There may possibly be a few
bare spots -which are easily
mended by raking the soil,
planting the same kind of lawn
seed used previously, firming it
to the soil and then covering
the area with transparent plas-
tic. This holds moisture in the
soil and Increases daytime tem-
perature underneath.

Gray spots in the lawn prob-
ably are signs of a disease call
ed snow mold. This is caused
by too early cessation of mow-
ing In fait. Nothing vrito help
now but raking out dead grass
and r e s e e d l n g . Prevention
starts next fall with late mow-
ing so tail grass does not en-
courage fungus growth. Treat-
ment with a broad spectrum
turt fungicide also may be
necessary.

If the lawn was not fertilized
last fall, that's the first chore
this spring after Miking out
dead grass. Kinds and amounts
of fertilizer to use depend on
the kind of grass you have. Re-

member that there are now fer-
tilizers which release plant nu-
trients slowly and do not burn
grass. •

After fertilization c o m e s
weed killing.'Crabgrass preven-
tives may be applied until apple
blossoms bloom. 2, 4-D pro-
ducts should be used only after
weeds are growing lustily and
then only with great care to
guard other nearby broad-
leaved plants.

New lawns are really best
planted in autumn but may be
achieved, in spring by waiting
until soil has dried, then tilling
and leveling a seedbed, of fine
soil, fertilizing and then plant-
ng good quality, virtually weed-
free lawn seed. Water is usual-
ly the limiting factor as the
area must be kept moist until
seeds sprout and watered regu-
larly pnd thoroughly through-
out the summer.

Mulching tho jjlantetl area
with straw helps Tiold seods In
place and keep the soil cool
until seeds sprout.

"*'This year, crusaders
will be urging their neigh-
bors not only to support
the American Cancer So-
ciety's life-saving work,
but also to learn the seven
warning signals of cancer,
which could mean the dif-
ference between life and
death," said Bateman.

"The warning signals are
as follows: Unusual bleed-
ing or discharge; alumpor
thickening in the breast or
elsewhere; a sore that does
not heal; change in bowel
or b l a d d e r habits;
hoarseness or cough; in-
digestion or difficulty in
swallowing; and change in
a wart or mole. The leaf-
let which has these warn-
ing signals on it can be
pasted in the medicine
cabinet as a handy re-
minder. Early detection
and prompt treatment of
cancer is the key to lower-
ing the death rate. Now,
one out of three persons is
being saved, but it could
be one out of two if people
would heed the signals and
get to their doctors in
time," Bateman said.

Fifty per cent of the money
collected during the drive
will stay in the county and
the rest goes to the New
Jersey Division and the Na-
tional Society's research
programs.
In this area, the money

is used to support the edu-
cation and service pro-
grams. The education com-
mittee presents talks to lo-
cal clubs and organiza-
tions. It shows films on
cancer and a lay speaker
and physician give short
talks and answer questions.
The service program has
55 cancer dressing units
throughout the county. The
dressings made by these
units are available free to
cancer patients in the
county. Medicines, includ-
ing cobalt. Visiting Nurse
and Visiting Homemaker
care are available to the
medically indigent cancer
patient. Available to all
cancer patients are loan
closet items, such as beds,
crutches, etc.
