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HENRY RELEASES REPORT ON LAND-FILL

The long-awaited report
of the findings of the Jer-
gey Boring and Drilling
Corp. regarding the land-
fill area was released this
week by Councll President
Fred Henry. The Council
authorized this work inor-
der to find out whether or
not the proposed high
gchool could be built on
this land.

Fifteen typewritten pages
and four blueprints com-
prise the summary of the
tests, by the FrankH. Lehr
Associates, consulting
eng}neers of East Orange,
N. J.

The land-fill arcaischar-
acterized by a soll profile
which generally consists
of dredged sand, over-soft
organic deposits. Since
both of these materlalsare
of different densities and
thicknesses, the site had
been divided into small
areas of similar sub-soil
characteristics. lLehr
Assoclates give specific
recommendarions for cach
uf these arc¢as,

The object of the borings,
as specified by the agrec~
ment between the city and
the company 1ast year, was
to describe the results of
soll borings and through
fleld and laboratory in-
vestigations, together with
an engineering study to de-
termine the various sub-
soil propertles, draw up
an analysis that would
serve as a basis for the
recommended depth and
type of foundations and al-
lowable soil bearing values
to be used in ‘foundation
design,

Seventeen borings. each
56’ in depth were made by
the Jersey Boring Co. and
{t was found that an area
for the most desirable lp-
cation of the proposed high
school would be within a
limited area defined by
B-4, B-5, B-7, B-8 and

the 1960 horing, 13-,
(Se¢ map on page 2))
These five borings form a
rectangle approxi-
mately 500 feet by 300
feet in size, which is equal
to 150,000 square feet.
Even within this limited
area, congitions were found
to -improve in a westerly
direction, and it was
recommended to locate the
school as far 10 the west
as possible in the area
bounded by 13-7, t3-8 and
B-1 of 1960.

L.ittle or
no organic solls are
present beneath the
dredged sand.

It was found that the high
schog! could be constructed
on spread footings at a
relative shallow depth be-
neath the existng ground
surface but, this report
must be consideredas pre-
Jiminary, since additional,
more closely spaced
borings will be required :
once the finai bullding lo-
catdon has been  deter- \
mined, and the information
concerning the building it-
sclf becomes avallable,

It was also recomm:nded
that the proposed faothall
fleld, parking lot, lawns
and other athletic fields for
the school be located inthe
remainder of the northern
area (B-1, B-2, B-3 and
B-6).

The land-fill is a penin-
sula of dredged sand which
cxtends {nto  the
Bay, well beyond the
former high water line.
Lhis arca was formed by
dredging operatdons that
took place about 1951, the
northern half is in the Clty
of South Ambay, approxi-
mately B85 acres, and the
remaining portion is in the
Borough of Sayreville, The
ground surface varies in
elevation from 24 fect, near
the center, to sea level,
Vegetation is sparse, con-
sisung of reeds and low
brush.
