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BOARD APPROVES STUDY
FOR BUILDING SITE

On the recommendation of
James J. Harrigan, the
Board of Education on
T u e s d a y appointed the
engineering firm of Edward
Reilly of Perth Amboy to
do a feasibility report of
a piece of city-owned prop-
erty as a possible site for
construction of a new
school.
The land in question,

known as the Water Works
tract, is south of Portia
St. between Broadway and
Stevens Ave. Harrigan
commented that "a start
on the building program be
done by investigating land
already owned by the city".
Presently controlled by the
Board of Public Works, the
area to be studied consists
of approximately 25 acres
of ground. Harrigan, in his
statements, said a 3-point
study for "adaptability,
construction, and the ex-
pense of building a bridge",
be done and completed be-
fore the board's next meet-
ing on May 23. The bridge,
at the end of Stevens Ave.,
would avoid crossing rail-
road tracks.
Originally, the landfill

a'rea had been the board's
choice for the location of
a new school and this site
was approved by state of-
ficials and new Land bor-
ings were done at the re-
quest of the City Council.
More recently, with the
announcement that the
landfill was being con-
sidered by aluminum in-
terests as a building site,
the board shelved their own
building plans for that area.
A feasibility r e p o r t ,
authorized by the state and
Jersey Central Power &
Light Co. is being under-
taken now to determine its
suitability for such heavy
construction as well as air
and water pollution.

TO THE EDITOR:

The long-awaited report of "soil*' conditions on the
landfill by Mr. Henry bears out what I wrote in this
column about a year ago regarding the construction
of a high school building on the above named property.

• Mr. Henry said in the report, quote,''-'This must be
considered preliminary since additional closely spaced
borings will be required once the final building loca-
tion has been determined, and information concern-
ing the building itself become available."

I believe that the ideal building to build would be a 2
story rather than a large "flat top" 1 story building
because it would not require any more "pilings" to
support the building footings and it probably would
be cheaper in the long run due to a number of factors -
such as, heating and other utilities, half the roof
exposure, etc.

There will probably be a lot of good fill dirt required
after the present fill is graded because the ground
should be raised above the surrounding property and
for normal drainage.

The mayor and council should require the school
board to get separate bids on the cost of further sur-
veys and the cost of installing the pilings and footings
for the building to compare this with the cost of purch-
asing property at other locations.

After all of the above information has been accumu-
lated it should be put on a ballot for the people to vote
oh whether they approve or disapprove of the location
as well as other conditions.
