NOREK COMMENDED
BY MAYOR, COUNCIL

The Mayor and the Coun-
cilmen of South Amboy
were lavish in their praise
of Patrolman Frank Norek
for the part he played In
the tragic accident of last
Friday when a bulldozer
crushed Mr. George Ward
of Portia St.

Said Councilman J o h n
C o n n o r s , "Patrolman
Norek performed a Hercu-
lean task at great personal
danger to himself, and I
ask you, Mr. Mayor, that
this deed be spread on
the patrolman^ service
record".

Norek, who was on duty
on Broadway received a
call to proceed to the scene
of the accident, at the bot-
tom of the hill formed by
Portia St. and Stevens Ave.
When he arrived there, he
found Ward beneath the ma-
chine, lying face down, and
in order to apply artificial
respiration, he found It
necessary to dig out from
under the body in order to
allow for the chest to ex-
pand. Without thinking of
his own personal safety,
Norek continued to work on
Ward for about 30 minutes
before Dr. Hoffman pro-
nounced the victim dead.

When questioned, Norek
brushed aside his own ef-
forts and emphasized the
cooperation of the First Aid
Squad, with Dick Peterson
In charge, and the work of
the Fire Company.
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LOCAL MAN CRUSHED BY BULLDOZER

George Ward, 51, of 326
Portia St., was killed last
Friday when a bulldozer
rolled down a 60-foot em-
bankment on Portia St. and
crushed him. He was pro-
nounced dead at the scene
by Dr. Charles Hoffman,

According to police, the
accident occured about
5 p.m. and was discovered
by the bulldozer's op-
erator, George Bara no wsk£
of 356 Ferris St.Baranow-
ski told police he left the
machine with its motor
running to go to the office
of the James Gillette Ex-

cavating Co. The firm is
under contract to fill a hole
at the site for future con-
struction of Route 287, po-
lice said.

Police said that when
Baranowski returned he
found the bulldozer at the
foot of the embankment on
top of Ward with UB motor
still running.

publicly confirmed on
March 1. The Department
explained at that time that
they were needed to help
offset a deficit of about
$16 million in interna-
tional mail operations.
Specific information on

the new international rates
can be obtained from the
service window at the post
office, Postmaster Stader
said.

This was the first general
increase in international
rates since July, 1961.

The increases are:
1. Airmail letters to Cen-

tral America and Carib-
bean area from 130 a half
ounce to 150.

2. Airmail to the rest of
the Western Hemisphere
remains 150 a half ounce,
except for Canada and Mex-
ico.

3. Airmail to Europe and
Mediterranean Africa from
150 a half ounce to 20(5.

4. Airmail letter rates to
the rest of the world re-
main unchanged at 250 a
half ounce.

5. Aerogrammes and air
post cards increase 20 each
from 110 to 130.
6. Items sent by air, other

than letters and parcels,
such as small packages,
books, periodicals and oth-
er printed matter increas-
es 100 per piece to ail
countries except Canada.

7. Most letters going by
surface transportation to
all nations (excluding Can-
ada and Mexico) increased
from 110 to 130. Postcards
raised from 70 to 80.
8. Most printed matter,

including publications, in-
creased one cent a piece.
For 2nd class publications
to Canada only, the one cent
increase will be deferred
for six months to become
effective Nov. 1, 1967. Al-
so, the present bundling
rate which permits post-
age to be computed on the
bulk weight of packages of
publications addressed to
Canadian post offices will
remain in effect until
Nov. 1, 1968, at which time
it will be discontinued.
9. Surface parcel post

rates to all nations in-
creased 200 a parcel, an
average of 1%.

"Postage rates for sur-
face first class letters and
air letters and surface 3rd
class type primed maitex to
Canada and Mexico cor-
respond to U.S. domestic
rates, which are set by the
Congress, aria are not being
changed at this time,
Postmaster Stader said.
