WORKS BOARD NAMES ALTERNATE
TO ADJUSTMENT BOARD

Thomas E. Downs, of 332
David St., has been ap-
pointed as number one al-
ternate to the Board of Ad-
justment by the Board of
Public Works. In making

' the appointment, President
Woodrow McCarthy an-
nounced that he hoped to
have the name of the second
alternate by the next meet-
ing, The alternate mem-
bers will serve when the
regular members are ab-
sent from a meeting due
to vacation or llmese. This
method will insure that
there will be no holdup on
any pending applications.

Mr. Downs is a member
of the South Amboy First
Aid and Safety Squad and
is an ex-Captain and Pres-
ident of the Sauad.

Catch Basins Repaired
A report by Superin-

tendent Charles Thompson,
to the Board, showd that
several catch basins have
been repaired especially
the one on the corner of
Parker and Bordentown
Aves. This particular cor-
ner has been a very bad
problem for the Board of
Public Works for a long
period and it is hoped that
the problem has now been
remedied.

Another catch basin, in
„ The Veteran's B a l l Field,

is, according to Thompson,
presenting a problem that
the regular maintenance
crew cannot cope with. The
walls of the basin have col-
lapsed and it will be neces-
sary to build a retaining
wall in order to put this
basin In proper working
order. City Engineer Reilly
will be contacted by the
Board to see what steps
will have to be taken.

A resolution of commend-
ation and congratulations
to retired Superintendent
Michael Nagle was unani-
mously passed and is
printed elsewhere in this
issue of the CITIZEN.

Ordinance Pasted
In other business Ordi-

nance If IS, relating to pro-
viding funds amounting to
^6,000, for the furtherance
of the new well, was passed
by the Board. Thompson
reported that the new line,
running from this well to
the reservoir will soon be
ready. He recommended
that a line meter be in-
stalled in order to get an
accurate check of the ca-
pacity of the new well.

Commissioner F r a n k
O'Brien stated that he
hasn't seen any sign of
progress on the joint water
tank that is to be built
for the Borough of Sayre-
ville and the City of South
Amboy. The completion
date for this tank has been
promised for the last part
of October.

McCarthy announced that
all old records of the Board
of Public Works will be kept
in the Water Works Build-
ing.

Kurtz Vetoes Lease
Of Office Building

Legislative Budget Direc-
tor, William Kurtz, refused
to approve a lease that
would have enabled a
private firm to demolish
the Hotel Stacy Trent In
Trenton and construct an
office building in its place.
1 he action that Kurtz took
prevented the state from
paying 32 million for the
use of a building that would
have cost less than 8
million.

K u r t z raised several
questions regarding the
proposed lease. He asked.

Why did the state request
a building with 200,000
s q u a r e feet when only
175,000 square feet are re-
quired?"

"What was to prevent the
firm from building a larger
building on the strength
of the state lease?" •
"Why was the state's op-

tion to purchase limited
to the 11th year? Why
couldn't the state nave a
simple first option?"

"Why were open-end tax
and escalation clauses in-
cluded with no limits on
the state's obligation?"
"Have any alternative

proposals been made by
other parties regarding
purchase of this property
and subsequent lease to
the state?"

"Does the proposal con-
flict with plans for the new
state building complex and
the building for the S t a t e
I reasury Department in
the John Fitch area?"
"Would it not be more

economical to purchase the
property for the reported
sale price of $350,000 and
use available space for of-
fices until the state de-
cides to build a new build-
ing?"

Kurtz also suggested, as
alternatives, in case the
state decided to lease in
spite of his objections that
the rental be reduced from
$4.85 to $4.50 per sq. ft.
with no added charge for
parking space; a fixed pur-
ch" -,e price for sale of the
building to the state geared
to 3 million at the end
of 10 years; a firBt op-
tion to buy for the Tstate;
and a ceiling on the excla-
tion clauses of not more
than 1% a year.

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SAFAS Recalls
Hindenburg Tragedy

More than 30 years has
gone by, but the South Am-
boy First Aid and Safety
Squad was one of the first
units on the scene of the
tragedy at the Lakehurst
Naval Air Base when "the
Hindenburg exploded.

Mike Szraga, an ' original
squad member of the
SAFAS, recalled that ap-
proximately 15 men from
the local squad were on
the scene. There were five
in ambulances and another
two car loads behind them.

The Hindenburg, a German
zeppelin, was approaching
a landing at the Lakehurst
Naval Air Base when the
hydrogen-filled craft ex-
ploded and began burning.
There were 97 persons
aboard.

Szraga stated, "The fire
was still burning when we
got there. It-was an intense
fire, no one could get any-
where near the blaze. It
was like a big tank fire.
It was getting to be a biffc
Inferno/*

The things most sharply
etched on hie memory are
the blaze, the sight of the
burned bodies of the dead
and injured. Most vividly,
ne recalls, the screams of
the victims and the feeling
of hopelessness for those
trapped i n s i d e the di-
rigible.

' You could feel in the
bottom of your heart for the
people in there, and we
couldn't get to them", he
said. "Many needed our
help and we were there.
Those that could be saved
were saved," he continued.

The South Amboy First
Aid Squad made two trips to
and from Fitldns Hospital
in Neptune with the victims.
The men remained through
the night aiding in the care
of those taken to the base
dispensary and to a hanger
which served as emergency
headquarters.

The units were placed un-
der direction of the Navy
medical department on ar-
rival and performed such
duties as they were called
upon.

The men remained on duty
through the worst part of
the disaster and were not
relieved until late at night,
he said.

The tragedy is recorded
in history books as one of
the greatest air disasters
of its time and resulted in
the death of the dirigible
for commercial transpor-
tation. 4
May 6 is more than just

date to remember for
both Szraga and John Mc-
Cloud another original
squad member who are both
still active In first aid
work.
