Mother Margaret Mary,
R.S.M., then principal,
state approval was obtained
for St. Mary's1 High School
in 1918, followed a year
later with full approval of a
4-year curriculum. The
enrollment in 1919 stood at
64 with St. Mary'g
recognized as the central
high school for area par-
ishes.

Two major improvements
were made to the building
by Rt. Rev. Msgr. Edward
C. Griffin, who succeeded
to the pastorate upon the
death of Msgr. Brady in
February, 1919.In 1921 an
addition was erected, in-
cluding a gymnasium
laboratory, library and 6
dlassrobms, and \TTV92J'
a third floor was added to
include 3 more rooms.

Megr. Sullivan succeeded
to the pastorate in June,
1941, following the death of
Msgr. Griffin.
By 1954 the student popu-

lation had risen to 780 and
there was now a dire need
for expanded facilities.

'Old Betsy' Retains

Mayor Richard Schultz

added, "We must seek in-
dustry. Keeping the land-
fill industrial is best for
the city." Carr added, "We
do not want any industry
that will pollute the air or
bay."

Councilman John Connors
said, "We got good
publicity in all the indus-
trial and trade magazines
and if we now zone this
residential, industry will
say that South Amboy
doesn't want them."

President of the Board of
Public Works, Woodrow
McCarthy informed the
Zoning Board that, speak-
ing for the rest of that
board, he agreed with the
opinion of the council and
mayor,
Joseph Sutliff, stating his

own private opinion and not
necessarily for the rest
of the Variance Board, sug-
gested leaving, it zoned
residential, adding that
Sayreville's section of the
land-fill was zoned resi-
dential.

Mayor Schultz took excep-
tion to Mr. Sutliff s r e -
marks and pointed out that
Sayreville's portion was
zoned for recreation be-
cause it was purchased
from the state with that
provision.
