As explained by Su-
perintendent Eugene Do~
brzynski to the Board of|
Education at their meet-~
ing last night, the purpose
of a. cooperauVe effort
would ‘‘resolve the com-
mon problems, such as
gtaffing and providing fa-

_clilities, and consider the
various needs In each
school district”,

Special education students
as defined by Chapter 29
include students who are
mentally retarded, visually
handicapped, auditory
handicapped, communica-
tions handicapped,
neurologically or per-
ceptually impared, ortho-
pedically handicapped,
chronically ill, emotionally
disturbed, socially malad-
usted, potentially severe
earning disability, and
multiply handicapped,

The superintendent re-
ported that the cooperative
group has been meeting
monthly in anefforttodraw
guidelines that will benefit
each district and is con-
sidering the services of a
consultant who would be an
authority in the specialed-
ucation field who would be

Vietnam, Barbleri is the
holder of the Bronze Star
and the Purple Heart. He
was awarded the Bronze
Star, America’s fourth
ranking medal for valor,
when he and three buddies
formed a machineguncrew
trying to protect a bar-
rier- and prevent them-
selves from being wiped
out by the enemy. All four
men were wounded but they
continued to fire, as the

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Sewage Problem Still Facing City

To join or not to join?
To build or not to build?
These are the questions
that are facing the people
of South Amboy now!

City Engineer Edward
Reilly told the Board of
Public Works that they can
expect a report of the Met-
calf and Eddy report, onthe
feasibility study of the
Sputh Amboy sewage prob-
lem any day.

This study will point out
the various factors that will
confront the board and the
people of South Amboy re-
garding the treatment and
disposal of sewage.

According to Reilly, the
study will explore the pos-
sibility of bhaving a sec-
ondary treatment plant
added to the existing plant.
The full cost is to be met
by the taxpayers of the city.
The city must also face the
probability of the state
standards belng changedso
that it will not be able to
meet them by the time the
period of grace runs out,
which is October of 1970,

On the other hand, ac-
cording to Mr. John Plos-
konka, the initial cost of
tying intoa regional sewage
treatment system, namely
the Middlesex County Sew-
age Authority, couldalsobe
prohibitive in cost. Plos-
konka stated that there are
$7 million in federal funds
for the state and over $13
millon appliedfor already.

In his report to the board,
Superintendent Charles
Thompson suggested that
the city be provided with
revised, or actutl con-
struction plans, as opposed

to the proposed construce
tion plans. Inthe past, plans
had been drawn for various
construction work through-.
out the city, and , due to
extenuating circum-
stances, alterations had to
be done in order to over-
come existing obstacles
that were in the path of
the proposed route for
sewer and water lines.
These changes were not
always noted on the blue-
prints, and in later years
the malntenance crews ran
into difficulty trying to lo-
cate lines. The board in-
structed the city engineer
to see that this suggestion
be carried out.
