Pfc. Robert J. Hughes,
U. S. Marine Corps, of 403
Bordentown Ave., South

Amboy, died Friday in

Vietnam of wounds re-
ceived in battle.

Hughes, who was 20 years
oid, had been in the serv-
ice for eight months and
in Vietnam for two months,

: He was the son of Samuel

J. Hughes and the late Mar-
garet Ferren Hughes,

Born in South Amboy, he
was graduated from St
Mary's Grammar School,
and last June from Perth
Amboy Vocational School.

Surviving are his father,
two sisters, Mrs. Robert
Mulcahy and Mrs. Robert
Nieltopp, both of South Am-~
boy, and a brother Samuel
J. Hughes of Perth Amboy.

Funeral arrangements
are being made by the Gun-
drum Service Home for
Funerals, 237 Bordentown
Ave.

PFC Hughes is the second
South Amboyan to lose his
life in the Vietnam conflict.
Last March, PFC Charles
Brown died as a result of
wounds received in battle.
