CITY REJECTS REQUEST
OF T-BIRD NEIGHBORS

The petition of 29 people,
in the vicinity of the Thun-
derbird Inn, was accepted
by the city council at Tues-
day night’s meeting and
after much discussion with
two of the petitioners, the
council unanimously re-
jected their request for the
denial of the tavern’s liquor
license, .

Council Presgident
Frederick Henry, readlet=
ters received from Health
Inspector Patrick Vonaand
Police Chief Edward
O’Leary, which polnted out
the fact that, after an in-
tensive investigation, there
seemed to be no cause for
complaints of loud and un-
necessary hoises emanat-
ing from the tavern.

Admitting that the hum,
or beat, of guitar music
could be heard at times,
the letters explained that
the traffic noises of High-
way 35 was much louder and
drowned out Aall other
noises inthatarea. Investi~
gation also brought out the
fact that the owner of the
T-Bird, Mr. Stanley
Labensk.l has 'spent the
sum of $3 430,00 in order
to try to remedy the noise
c¢ndition that had pre-
viously been complained
about, Sound absorbing ma-
terials, construction
changes and different audio
equipment had been used
by Labenski in order to
vacify the neighbors.

Legal Opinion

Councilman Peter J. Rush
asked city attorney Mr.
John J, Mullane for a legal
opinion as to what steps the
council should take. Mul-
lane answered by saying,
‘““You are the .governing
body of this liquor license
and it i{s up to you to issue
or deny this license, but,
you must be very careful
if you choose to deny the
application. The owner
has a large investment and
if you turn him down, you
may be liable for dam-~
ages to hisincome, Youare
on top of this situation
which is shown by the re-
ports of the Board of Health
and the Police Depart-
ment.”’ :

Mullane continued, ‘‘It is
up to the neighbors to starg
their own law sult if they
think they are being put out
or denied the right to live
normally. This man (La~
benski) is showing good
faith in trying to conform
with your requests.”’

Mayor Richard Schuliz
added, ‘‘Labengki has told

$200 Mandatory
Fine For lllegal
Alcohol Possession

The council’s promise of
a stiff crackdown on the
possession of alcohol, by
a minor, became a reallty
at Tuesday ight’s meeting.
Ordinance #770 was passed,
with an
amendment added which
makes the fine for
possession of alcohol, by

a minor, a mandatory
$200.
Councilman Rush pro-

posed the amendment, and
Councilman Zebro sec-
onded it, adding, ‘A minor
can falsify his or her age
and jeopardize the lving of
the businessman, We want
teeth in this ordinance.”

Rush said, ‘““We want all
the youngsters to know that
South Amboy is a good place
to stay away from when they
have alcohol. This
ordinance will give our po-
lice something to work
with.”

City Attorney Mullane
stated that he felt the $200
mandatory fine a bit harsh
because it would not give
the judge a chance to
temper justice withmercy.

Ordinance #771, providing
for general repairsandim-

provements to the City
Hall, Library, and
Veteran s Field, was also
passed.

Ordinance #772 was intro-
duced at first reading at
the council meeting. This
ordinance will provide
funds for the purchase of a
truck for the Street
Department.
