This is the message from
Charles Thompson, Super-
intendent of the Board of
Public Works. Noting that
nearby communities are
already facing s e v e r e
water Shortages, Thomp-
son calls upon the res i -
dents of South Amboy to.
do everything in their
power to conserve water.

If people will wait until
after 9 p.m. for washing
cars and sprinkling lawns
and gardens, we should be
able to stay in good shape,
as far as water supplies
go," said Thompson.

When asked what effect
the proposed water tie-in
system would have on pos-
sible future shortages of
water that are now facing
Sayreville, the Board gave
assurance that South Am-
boy would still main-
tain their own emergency
supply in the stand-pipe on
Conlogue Ave. The Board
also added that work is well
underway for the joint
Water system that should
be completed in October,
1967.
Thompson, in his report

to the Board of Public
Works, stated that the new
well is now completed and
is awaiting final approval
from the State.
In other business, the

Board expressed its dis-
approval of the lack of
cooperation that ihe de-
veloper of Amshore is giv-
ing the city, and is going
to ask that he attend their
next meeting in order to

, answer several questions
regarding pipe lines and
drainage problems in that
area.

Emergency Generator
To Be Studied

In response to Mayor
Schultz's request, the
Board of Public Works will
have Mr, John Dooting sub-
mit a feasibility report on
the purchase of an auxiliary
generator for the water
works. The Mayor sug-
gested that perhaps one
could be purchased through
Civil Defense, and thus
save the city several dol-
lars. It was brought out
that the Sewage Plant has
had a stand-by generator
for the past twenty-five
years and that South Am-
boy would not have to face
the problem of pumping
raw, or untreated sewage
into the bay, such as the
cities of Trenton and Cam-
den did In last week's power
failure.
Superintendent Thompson

stated that although the
water works was able to
supply water during this
period, if it had-lasted
one or two more hours, the
city would not have been
able to meet any demands
made on the system.

Contract Awarded
Nuclear Plant

Jersey Central Power &
light Company has
awa rded a contract for the
turbine-generator for its
second nuclear fueled elec-
tric generating station to
the Westinghouse Electric
Corporation.
This is the third major

contract awarded by the
electric utility since it an-
nounced plans for the pro-
posed plant in February.
The Babcock & Wilcox
Company of New York was
awarded a contract in Feb-
ruary for the plant's pres-
surized water nuclear
steam supply system.
Burns and Roe, Inc'. of
Oradell has been selected
as engineers and construc-
tion managers for the plant.
Although the site of ^he

proposed station has not yet
been decided upotf; major
equipment, contractors and
suppliers are being se-
lected now to assure com-
pletion of the plant by the
scheduled target date of
1973. Because of a backlog
of orders in the nuclear in-
dustry, lead time required
for the fabrication and de-
livery of certain equipment
components of nuclear sta-
tions is substantially
longer now than it was even
a jjear ago.

The new station, which
will have a generating ca-
pacity In excess of 840,000
kilowatts, will be built at
an estimated cost of $100
million.
