Stating that he felt uneasy
over the report that he had
read in a newspaper con-
cerning the alleged water
shortage that South Amboy
is supposedly facing, Zebro
denied the existence of such
a condition and emphasized
the fact that this city is
s u p p l y i n g neighboring
communities with water.

Councilman Joseph Rush,
in a jocular vein, added,
"Even if we did have a
shortage of water we
needn't worry. Didn't we
just approve 47 liquor li-
censes?"

Mayor Richard Schuitz
congratulated the Street
Department on the fine job
of clean-up week and added
that the city will not stand
for any private dumping of
garbage or debris on un-
authorized property.

Vandalism Cited
He also stated that there

is still vandalism being
committed on the land-fill
area ball fields, and that
he has again instructed the
police to arrest anyone
found in this area after
9 p.m. "Violators will be
prosecuted to the full ex-
tent of the law", Schuitz
promised.

Mrs. Margaret Rieger of
Amshore Gardens asked
when the plans for the pro-
posed playground, for that
area, will be finalized. She
suggested that the play-
area be layed out in such
a manner that the older
group, playing basketball,
will not interfere with the
smaller children. Mayor
Sc&ultz and Councilman
ZeBro invited her to attend
the next business session
of the council, July 3, so
that she could present her
views then.

F o r m e r Commissioner
Frank Tarallo was assured
by the council that a study
will be amde of the possi-
bility of making Conlogue
Ave., between Catherine
St., and Highway #9, a
"Light Traffic" street.

My friend Hank Bille-
meyer has taken in favor
of this usage". Olsen said
that he could not under-
stand why a large company
would spend the sum of
$25,000 for a feasibility
study of the land in question
if they did not have at least
a tacit understanding with
the powers that be.

" I can vitjuallze park
benches and boardwalks in
this area, also ball fields
and tennis courts. I would
#*#» liittr t& «se a feieyele
track there, even if I am
beyond the point of using it
myself," said Olsen.

Councilman John Connors
answered Olsen by saying,
"There is no tacit under-
standing between these
companies and the city, but,
if Jersey Central decides
to move, we wouldn't even
be able to buy one bench,
let alone anything else for.
this area. As long as 1
am on the council I am

for industry on that land."
Councilman Joseph Rush

concurred with Connors
and said, "We need
industry that will help the
tax structure of South Am-
boy. There was no talk
of first stage bauxite plants
on the land-fill. This type
of plant is toxic and danger-
ous. The only talk that I
know of was on a second
stage aluminum plant. This
type of plant is not toxic
or dangerous."

Howley Wished
Speedy Recovery

The mayor and coun-
cilmen all expressed their
wishes for a speedy recov-
ery to Councilman John
Howley, who was a recent
patient at the South Amboy
Memorial Hospital,

Mrs. Josephine Rehfuss,
of 240 Gordon St., in a
letter to the council, asked

that steps be taken to pro-
vide means of entrance to
and egress from her front
door. For 11 years, Mrs.
Rehfuss has had to enter
her home from Catherine
St., and, with the possibility
of this being closed off in
the very near future, she
has asked the council for
remedial action. On a mo-
tion made by Rush and sec-
onded by Councilman Ze-
bro, the council Instructed
City Attorney John Mullane
to render an opinion on this
matter.

John M. Lucitt Named Prosecutor
In a resolution made by

Councilman Rush, and sec-
onded by Councilman
Zebro, the mayor and coun-
cil named John M, Lucitt
as the city prosecutor and
he will be paid on a fee
basis. This resolution
takes effect immediately.

Mr. Lucitt 6f 228 First
St., South Amboy, replaces
former city prosecutor
John E. Muliane who r e -
signed last month.

A resolution, establishing
realistic speed limits on
Main St., was passed by the
council at Tuesday night's
meeting. On recommenda-
tions made by Safety and
Traffic Coordinator Cor-
nelius Wall, the council
approved a 35-mile per
hour speed limit on Main
St. from its intersection
with Highway #9 to the mid-
dle of Broadway.
Ordinance #772, providing

funds for the purchase of a
new truck for the Street
Department, was passed on
2nd and 3rd readings. The
sum of $6,300 will be raised
by bonds and notes.
Ordinance #773, which

will make Potter St. one-
way from Main to 2nd St.,
going south, was passed on
first reading.

In other business con-
cerning one-way streets,
Rush announced that he is
still trying to get final

approval from the state to
make George St., from
Stevens Ave. to Broadway,
going east, one-way.

In other remarks to the
council, Rush said that he
has received numerous
complaints about the loud-
ness of the siren on the
corner of Hillcrest and
Prospect, and he was
assured, by Councilman
Zebro, that a study of this
situation will be amde to
see if it could be muffled
or relocated.

Zebro asked to have a
radar check made of the
speeding on Ridgeway Ave,
in order to cut down any
possible accidents on this
road.

Thinking about a crash

diet?

Well, it won't work, ac-
cording to Dr. George H.
Collier of Pluckemin, a
Rutgers University pro-
fessor of psychology whose
research is concerned with
diet and its effect on be-
havior.
He says that a restricted

caloric intake will tem-
porarily re duce body
weight. But he explains that
once allowed free access to
food, body weight will again
climb to its original value.

Dr. Collier maintains that
body weight is in part
genetically determined and
any attempt to change this
value will txLmet with re -
sistance.

Rats given a limited water
ration deal with t h i s

' restriction by l o s i n g
weight, his studies have
shown. This weight loss is
accomplished by a very
precise restriction of food
Intake. However, when al-
lowed free access to water
the rats ' weight returns
rapidly to its original
value.
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In a paper recently de-
livered to the New York
Academy of Science, Dr.
Collier stated that it is
precisely this tendency to
recover body weight to the
genetically d e t e r m i n e d
value that is the basis of a
Large part of animal mo-
tivation.

But don't give up in
despair! Studies performed
by Dr. Collier have shown
that if rats are allowed to
exercise voluntarily they
not only have a lower body
weight, but consume less
calories than animals not
allowed to exercise. Even
more Interesting than this
is the finding that rats who
exercise can overcome
certain dietary inade-
quacies.
" There appears at l e a s t

two ways one can hold his
weight down." concludes
Dr. Collier, One can learn
to live with the feeling of
constantly being hungry or
engage in active exercise
as a part of dally living."

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Camping Fever Sweeps Country
You may be the next lo come

down with the contagious camp-
ing fever spreading across Amer-
ica. There's no telling when the
camping craze will let up.

If you do succumb, better be
prepared, First of all, you'll need
a tent. There are lots of types to
choose from, and many are com-
pletely new in concept.

Whatever your preference, your
camping out days will be brighter
with cotton canvas. Canvas tents
—whether the fabric's duck, drill,
twill, or poplin—afford comfort
and convenience.

Canvas "breathes" and there-
fore permits free air circulation.
This prevents moisture condensa-
tion which causes such unpleas-
ant clamminess. New chemical
finishes give canvas even greater
resistance to wind, water, and
mildew.

One design that has found
wide favor is ihe car-top camper.
As the name implies, it's an up-
per berth added to the top of
your car.

It provides off-the-ground com-
fort and protection plus double-
bed size roominess "upstairs"
complete with storm curtains,
screens, and a handy ladder. An
added feature is a brightly striped

canopy. You can snap side cur-
tains to it, zip down the sides,
and have another room on the
ground level.

A familiar standby is the wall
tent that accommodates six camp-
ers with plenty of sleeping room
and storage space. Designed with
low walls and a sloping roof, it
withstands high winds and lash-
ing rains.

Another large tent is the dome-
shaped prairie schooner which
looks like a covered wagon with-
out wheels, A poleless design,
it's held taut by arches of alumi-
num tubing.

In small tents, there's the
wedge — an oversized pup tent
for ihe camper who slays on the
move and prefers to carry his
housing on his back.

The pop tent, another small-
size newcomer, resembles an
igloo. It's held up by six fiber-
glass rods that fit into canvas
sleeves and pops into a half-
sphere shape.

In looking for a campsite, se-
lect a well-drained level area free
of roots, rocks, and overhanging
trees. Try lo pitch your tent with
the back against prevailing winds
and the door facing the morning
sun.
