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SCHOOL EXPANSION HITS STANDSTILL
BOARD DECIDING ON CONSULTANT

The question of public
school expansion seems to
have hit a temporary stand-
still as the board of edu-
cation decides, upon the
recommendation of state
educators, whether or not
it will hire a private plan-
ning consultant. According
to Board President Fred-
eric Reese, this is the
situation the board faces
after meeting on Tuesday
afternoon with Dr. Robert
Spare, consultant of school
planning, Robert Withey,
assistant director of sec-
ondary education, both
of the State Dept. of Educa-
tion, and Robert Blunt,
County Superintendent of
Schools.
The board had invited the

educators to meet to out-
line what had recently been
done in site availability
and a report by City
Engineer Edward Reilly on
the feasibility of the water
works tract was discussed.

Reilly's report detailed
the costs in constructing
approaches to this site and
those listed were building a
bridge over the Raritan
River Railroad at the end
of Stevens Ave. and land-
scaping approaches either
from Portia St. or Broad-
way.
Mr. Reese said the board

had not yet made any de-
cision on whether or not it
would hire a private con-
sultant, but should this be
done, a complete evaluation
of the community, It6
present educational facili-
ties and its needs would be
made with recommenda-
tions on whether a new high
school should be built or
whether to consolidate with
another community.

The water works tract is
the second site investigated
as a school site. Pre-
viously, the board had de-
cided on the landfill as a
site and had received ap-
proval from the State Dept.
of Education on this loca-
tion. A year ago board
officials felt they were
ready to approach an archi-
tect on the landfill and
new borings on its
feasibility were authorized
by the City Council. Be-
fore results of the borings
had been announced, how-
ever, the N. J. Dept. of
Conservation and Eco-
nomic Development ,
through its director, Rob-
ert Roe, announced that the
landfill was undergoing a
separate feasibility study
on behalf of aluminum con-
cerns interested in building
there. This study was also
under the auspices of Jer-
sey Central Power & Light
Co. This lead to the board
of education's decision on
looking elsewhere for a
school site and the choice
of the water works tract
for further study.

Commenting that the city
hall site had been offered
and that state officials feel
it is inappropriate because
of insufficient size, Mr.
Reese said he "doubted that
It would now be reconsid-
ered as a school site."
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Board To Pay Summmr
School Tuition

On the recommendation of
Schools Superintendent Eu-
gene Dobrzynski, the board
approved payment of tui-
tions for students wishing
to take laboratory courses
in physics and chemistry
at the Sayreville War Me-
morial High School. This is
a practice continued Trom
previous years. Only South
Amboy residents will be
entitled to this free tuition.

The board also approved
the implementation of
Spanish I and II as part
oXa- general studies tnr»
riculum for 1967-68.

The resignation of Gerard
Grande, who tuaght biology
and general science, was
accepted, and Melvin Dyke
was hired to teach science
and history. Mr. Dyke
graduated this year from
Newark State Teachers
College and will receive a
starting salary of $5800^
N»y Systtm Proposed
A letter was received

from Dr. D. D. Griffith,
medical examiner, who
asked the board to con-
sider a new method of
medical examinations of
students, based on guide-
lines set by the State Dept.
of Education. This method
would have students in the
1st, 6th and 11th grades,
plus all athletes, given a
thorough examination each
year instead of the cur-
sory examinations now
done on all students. The
board will discuss this
proposition prior to their
regular meeting on July 26.
At the request of mem-

ber Mrs. Howard Ervin,
the superintendent will ask
the Streets Dept. to
periodically sweep t h e
George St. playground dur-
ing the summer months as
it ia open to vacationing
students.

The superintendent an-
nounced tjj£t housecleaning
had begun in both schools
and the board approved the
inside and outside cleaning
of windows which will be
done by Keyport Window
Cleaners at a cost of $600.
Mr6. Ervin suggested that
in the future this job be
done prior to graduation.
A letter received from

the Women's Auxiliary of
the South Amboy Memorial
Hospital requested the loan
of chairs for a public skat-
ing show they are sponsor-
ing on September 24 and
approval was given for this
request.
Supt. Dobrzynskl was

authorized to advertise
bids for the inside paint-
ing of the high school build-
Ing.
Two letters were read

by the superintendent, one
commending a student art
show and the other from a
former student com-
mending the school system.
Mr, and Mrs. Ralph Elams
complimented the art di-
rector, Mrs. Lousita
Reese, and her students
for the wide-range art ex-
hibit recently held at the
South Amboy Public Li-
brary. T̂ he other letter^
ftom forrneTf Sfuffent'TTplT
J. E. Mihok, USMC, com-
mended the school for the
guidance and education he
had received as a student
and which had been Instru-
mental in his military posi-
tion in personnel.

DO WE OR DON'T WE
HAVE A WATER SHORTAGE?

The answer to this question, as given by the Board
of Public Works at last Tuesday night's meeting, Is an
emphatic NO.

A letter, -written by Superintendent Charles F. Thomp-
son, clearly states the alleged misunderstandings con-
cerning the status of the water situation in South Amboy.
Mr. Thompson's letter to the Board of Public Works
follows:

"Board of Public Works
South Amboy
New Jersey
June 26, 1967

Gentlemen,

1 would like the Board of Public Works to request
the members of the governing body to please cpntact
this office before making any public statements con-
cerning the Water Department. I am available at all
timeB to supply any Information they may need so
that they may give a true picture of conditions as they
exist.

In reference to published statements concerning our
water situation, I know they were speaking with civic
pride and did not Intend to make any statements that
were In conflict with the policy of the Water Department,
but, it must be confusing to the residents of South Amboy
to read a statement In the paper saying that there Is
no water shortage and at the same time receive a request
from the Board of Public Works to conserve water
during the peak hours of operation, (8 a.m. to 9 p.m.),
and to water their lawns, wash their cars or fill their
pools after 9 p.m.

When the councilmen say there Is no shortage of
water, they are right as far as available water In the
ground and in our resevoir at the plant, but, our problem
is not a shortage of water but the inability of our present
distribution facilities to keep up with the demand. If
the residents of South Amboy will go along with our
request for conservation they will be helping to meet
these peak demands.

It is not a very nice feeling to be at our water plant
on a hot Saturday or Sunday In July or August, with
our supply pumps running continually at full capacity
and see the chat* showing the height of water In the
tank falling steadily. You try not to think what would
happen in case of mechanical failure or extraordinary
demands for water such as a major fire.

With these facts in mind, I am sure you can see
why there should be only one source of authority for
statements regarding water policy.

During the time of questions alloted the Press, it was
brought out, by Thompson and the commissioners of
the Board of Public Works, that for every thousand
gallons of water pumped during the peak hours, more
than eleven hundred gallons are drawn from the tank.
After 9 p.m., when the demand falls off, the pumps
are able to bring the tank back up to full capacity by
midnight.

A notice, advising the water purchasers of this
situation, will be mailed with every water bill. The
board expressed confidence that the people of South
Amboy will cooperate in their efforts to conserve water
whenever and wherever possible.
