An eye-opening report,
submigted by Chief of Po-
lice Edward O'Leary, to
the Mayor and Council at
Wednesday night's. meet-
ings, shows that the
incidence of crime, and/or
illegal acts, in South Am-
boy, has increased sharply
in the past six months,
compared to a eimilar per-
iod in 1966,

O'Leary’s report of the
first six months of 1967,
as compared with the first
six months of 1966, is as
follows:
