Mr, Albert C. Wagner, in
his most recent letter
critizing the South Amboy
lockup, says, ‘“The ‘police
lockup in South Amboy can-
not be approved for the
detention of prisoners asit
is presently constructed. It
does not meet even
minimum standards of
safety for persons confined

used.’

At the present time, pri-
soners are held inthe local
jail for only a Dbare
minimum of time. For any
protracted length of incar-
ceration, miscreants are
transported to the county
jail inNew Brunswick. This
system has Dbeen in
use since April, 1966, when
the last inspection of the
cellhouse was made.

ganized In the early part of 1942
as a civil defense group,

Since their organization, this group
of loyal and dedicated menhaveseen
themselves expand into a group
serving the entilre community when-
ever and wherever there is a public
function occurring. They give their
time to every church, fraternal and
soclal . organization that asks for
police coverage not normally cov-
ered by the Police Department. They
suppiement and assist the regular
force in the handling of traffic or
any other needed situation when
caiied on to do so.

Each man in the reserves is sent
to schaol for a perlod of 16 weeks
during which he is {instrdcted in
police procedure by State, County
and Municipal police officers. The
reservigts must also learn the
standard course in first aid pro-
cedure. Attending the police school
is an absolute must for promotion
as a reserves offfcer, "

The men are also instructed in the
handling of firearms and are te-
quired to practice at a pistel range
weekly where they recetve additional

fod and at the end of this period their
progress 18 evalutated and if found
satisfactory they are then accepted
as a regular reservist.

- Police reserves work 1is open
to male residents between the ages
of 21 and 45 who are in good phy-
sical condition, Uniforms and equip-
ment are furnished by the city,
and remain city property. All appli-
cants must undergo a police investi-
gation beforg thelr membership is
accepted.

There are currently 20 active re-
servists and the department is look-
ing for an additional qualified 15
or 20 potential members. Interested
residents may obtain applications at
Police Headduarters,
